GSMA has recently set up an inter operator charging framework for WLAN usage based on TAP. We think that it would be beneficial to standardise call records for WLAN usage.. 

Tentatively we think that a standardised WLAN call record should at least contain the following data items:

· Start Date & Time

For partial records this is the start date & time of the partial record. 

· Subscriber identification (e.g. IMSI)

· Hot spot identification

· IP address of the node which has created the ticket

· IP address of the local and home radius server

· Partial Record Indication (it needs to be traceable whether the current partial represents a first/intermediate or last partial record). 

· Partial record sequence number 

· Data Volume uplink/downlink

· Duration covered by the WLAN partial

· Cause for termination

If standardised by 3GPP the following data items should also be contained in a WLAN call record:

· QoS requested/allocated

If possible, changes in QoS should be traceable in the same manner as for GPRS.

· Access point of the target IP network 

Furthermore, we think that for each WLAN session a unique reference number should be allocated (similar to the charging id for a GPRS PDP context). Each WLAN partial created for a specific WLAN session should contain the same reference number. Multiple sessions run by a single user in parallel shall be distinguishable by this reference number. If possible it would be useful if records generated for multiple sessions run in parallel by one user could be correlated using a unique identifier.

We kindly ask SA5 to provide feedback on these requirements.
