4 Review of WT input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-036032 (Ericsson: Clarify Visibility Qualifier)

Presented by Edwin

Questions:

· What is a “Data definition IRP”? Reply: As defined in the latest version of 32.102 chapter 10.1.1. It is one of the three types of IRPs. The only example today is the State Mgmt IRP.

· How many other documents may be affected if these changes are agreed? Reply: All IPR ISs need to be revisited to check if they use these qualifiers correctly.

Comments:

· Siemens have some comments given in Tdoc S5-036112. Should be checked together with both 026032 and 026035 before we draw a conclusion.

· If a Data Definition IRP’ attribute is imported to an NRM IRP, the importing IRP cannot change the visibility qualifier there. This qual. must be used for Data Def. IRPs. Shall be further clarified in an updated version.

Conclusion: See Tdoc 035 below.

4.2 Tdoc S5-036035 (Ericsson: Qualifiers for supporting-IOCs)

Presented by Edwin

Questions: -

Comments: 

· Siemens have some comments given in Tdoc S5-036112. Should be checked together with both 026032 and 026035 before we draw a conclusion.

· Nortel: As this, if agreed, will mean removing some information. We should be careful in that process, so that we don’t remove some information that was supposed to stay.

· Motorola also had a concern with removing some information which they think may be valuable after all.

Conclusion: Agreed that Edwin, Olaf and Dave will discuss the issue off-line before next meeting, with the objective to create an updated and combined version of 032, 035 and 112 to the next meeting. The discussions may potentially also lead to withdrawal of these contributions, if no agreement can be made.

4.4 Tdoc S5-036034 (Ericsson: A new notifyEvent)

Presented by Edwin

Questions/Comments:: 

· Nortel: Do we have any requirement (use case) in the standard today which this new notification type would support? This may only be used for vendor specific information, since all standardized requirements will probably create a corresponding specific notification type. Reply: “True that we don’t today have any such requirement (use case) in the defined standard”. We agreed that this should be considered. And, we should clarify better that this is intended for VS events only.

· Nortel: As it is a generic event, why not include it in the Notification IRP instead of Kernel CM? Agreed that this should also be considered.

· Nortel: Why do we need to specify the last 4 parameters, if this will be a VS event type where the vendor can include anything he wants anyway? Mainly this concerns the par. specificProblem which normally is used for alarms.

· Siemens: If we don’t specify the last 4 pars., why should we have this notification at all?

· Motorola: We should clarify that these type of events are only related to NRM objects (instances). Agreed.

Conclusion: Edwin to update the contribution, considering some of the comments above, and everybody to consider the questions/comments to the next meeting.

4.5 Tdoc S5-036093 (Add New Subclause to IS Template for Notifications Applied to IOCs)

Presented by Trevor (this is an action following agreement at last meeting).

Questions: -

Comments:

· In the cover page, fill in the “No” column for “Other specs affected”.

· To make the example a bit more “complete”, add a new line in the table with “three dots” to indicate that there may be more notifications.

· In the table lines for alarm notifications, the ref. “[]” should be changed to “[…]”
· Corrected statement from last meeting’s C1/C2 report: Given that the proposed IS template addition is approved, a number of changes are implied to  all NRM notification tables, e.g. the notifyComments and notifyAckStateChanged, the notifyAlarmListRebuilt notifications shall be defined everywhere (in all NRM IOC notification tables). 

· The CR to the IS template shall identify which NRM docs are affected – Already done.

· Update of all affected NRMs will have to be done later, by a number of appropriate CRs, when this new text in the IS template is agreed. 

Conclusion: Agreed with the above comments -> S5-036118. To be sent to SWGA and SA5 for approval. Additional Action items on people to create corresponding CRs for NRMs were agreed as:

- 32.622: Motorola (Trevor)

- 32.632: T-Mobile (Tapinder)/ Lucent (to check with Lucent’s CR covering part of this)

- 32.642: Ericsson/ Lucent (to check with Lucent’s CR covering part of this)

- 32.652: Ericsson/ Lucent (to check with Lucent’s CR covering part of this)

- Additional question by Frederic: Should we also extend this change (and set of CRs) to Rel4? Agreed. AP on Frederic to coordinate all these CRs for Rel4.
