5.2.1
Proposed NEW structure and content of the Rel-6 Charging TSs

SA5 noted the new structure and content of the Rel-6 Charging TSs proposed by Siemens and T-Mobile (S5-034010). The existing Rel-5 TSs (32.200, 32.205, 32.215, 32.225 and 32.235) should be discontinued and replaced by a new TS-family in the 32.2xy-range.

5.2.1.1
Motivation

In Rel-5 there are two major types of charging TSs, namely:

1. general architecture & charging principles description;

2. charging data description for CS, PS, IMS and MMS.

The specification of the data description for CS, PS and MMS itself is a collection of the Charging Data Record (CDR) including the detailed parameter description and the encoding rules for the record structure, the record parameter and the FTP transport parameter. In addition includes the specification for IMS the detailed accounting and Credit Control Application parameter description based on DIAMETER. Therefore the Rel-5 charging TSs contain a mixed on-/off-line description including technical rules. Consequently, some overlap, references and duplicate definition occur and may cause misinterpretations. With the advent of new TSs for online and offline charging in the bearer and service levels in Rel-6, e.g. WLAN, Push, Presence, LCS, Streaming, etc., the problem of overlap, referencing and duplication would be severely aggravated, yielding a set of TSs that would be very difficult to read, understand and implement correctly if the new structure were not adopted.

5.2.1.2
Proposal

New interfaces and definitions are introduced in the Rel-6 Work Plan in addition to the existing ones. Because the new on-/off-line charging descriptions should be consistent with the existing TSs, in general a common description for each charging business should be defined. 

EXAMPLE 1:
the usage of the DIAMETER-based on-line charging protocol Ro is also proposed for MMS and for the PS domain as specified for IMS. Therefore a new TS should contain the common Accounting and Credit Control Application (CCA) which are used by all services.

EXAMPLE 2:
for the bulk transfer of CDRs to the Billing System (BS) there is a common Bx interface for all domains and services proposed and this should be combined with a unique ASN.1 object model in a new TS.

Caused on the generation of these new TSs the major changes in the existing TS e.g. removing of the ASN.1 part or DIAMETER description a new TS numbering scheme will reflect the new spirit.

The following figure should illustrate the proposed new TS structure. 
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5.2.2
New WT for On-line Charging System (OCS) Interfaces Definition

SA5 noted the new Draft WID for a WT on "On-line Charging System (OCS) Interfaces Definition" proposed by SWGB (S5‑034021). 

Justification

TR 23.815 (Rel-5) identified three internal interfaces inside the Online Charging System (OCS), namely Rb, Rc, and Re, employed e..g. for prepaid rating and account manipulation on the OCS.  According to TR 23.815, these interfaces were scheduled for standardisation in Rel-6, but an exact definition of the functions to be implemented does not exist yet.

The Rb, Rc, and Re interfaces are necessary for Operators in order to seamlessly integrate bearer charging, service charging and IMS charging in the same OCS.  This is necessary because charging information from the said three levels must be correlated within the same OCS platform in order to fulfil the requirements from SA1 concerning the charging models that should be supported in 3G systems.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to first study the internal functions of the OCS and thereby derive the definition of the functionality of the Rb, Rc and Re interfaces.  The result of this study will be a new TR.  Following the agreement of the TR, the interfaces and functions will be specified accordingly, thereby generating one or more new TSs.  Depending on the exact schedule, to be defined after the finalisation of the study, some of the specification work may not be included in Rel-6, i.e. a prioritisation of the work may then be necessary.
