5 Action items and report from the last meeting

All action items were solved at the end of the last meeting and the joint meeting was held as requested. The short overview about the results of the meeting was presented by the SC rapporteur and can be found in Tdoc S5-034035 (see below).

6 Liaisons with other groups

The following incoming LSs were discussed:

6.1 Alignment of MMS Message Size definition (S5-034019)

The proposals from T2 to include their Rel-5 message size definition in Rel-4 TS 32.235 and reference it in Rel-5 TS 32.235 was agreed.  The corresponding CRs and an LS reply (because the original LS was sent to the SA and T plenary) will prepare by Orange for the next meeting SA5 #33.  In the meantime, the SC Rapporteur will inform the LS contact person in T2 and chair CPWP via email about the status. This LS is put on hold till the next SA5 meeting.

6.2  Answering Question from MMS Presentation (S5-034020)

This answer from T2 after the joint meeting summarised the achievements and pointed out some statements from the point of T2. Orange will analyse this document and recommend if there is any further action required with regard to SWG-B work plan.  The LS is noted, no reply necessary.

6.3  Roaming Awareness (S5-034026)

This LS from GSMA CPWP to SA1 informs in combination with S5-034038 about the roaming awareness issues.  Both these LSs are a reply to S5-024582 from SA1, where SA1 kind of turns down the request from T2 and CPWP to add requirements for roaming awareness. With the new LS, CPWP requests SA1 to modify TS 22.115 and provides a detailed proposal how to include roaming awareness.  This LS is noted, no reply necessary.

6.4 Roaming Awareness (S5-034038)

T2 also requests further steps from SA1 to include roaming awareness.  They also request that the MMS Charging should also include the MNC/MCC of the SGSNs into the MMS CDRs.  Therefore, the LS is put on hold until SA1 reply is received. This new situation closes any remaining action concerning S5-024582 from the last meeting.
7 Discussion of the Technical Contributions

7.1 Correction of ASN.1 syntax errors (S5-024666)

This CR for Rel-5 is a mirror of S5-024598 and was provided by MCC in preparation of the plenary SA#18. An action item is taken by the SC rapporteur to check the correct implementation.

7.2 Corrections on MMS addressing 
(Rel-4: S5-025575 -> S5-034023 and Rel-5: S5-025580 -> S5-034024)

The CR S5-025575 was withdrawn and superseded by S5-034023. This Rel-4 CR proposes the removal of the IP address as the destination address formats of the MM recipient UE because the IP address is not supported refer TS 23.140 Rel-4.  The CR was agreed in principle, but due to a syntax error in the ASN.1 parameter definition, a new version was created. The final agreed version can be found in Tdoc S5-034037.

The CR S5-025580 was withdrawn and superseded by S5-034024. This Rel-5 CR is the mirror of CR S5-034023 and propose the ‘short code’ in addition for the address format of the destination number as an allowed recipient address format, as specified in TS 23.140 Re-5.  This CR S5-034024 was agreed as provided.

7.3 Add support of VASP MMS charging (S5-024581)

This CR adds the VASP related CDRs on the MM7 interface to the MMS Charging specification for Rel-5.  It was agreed to change the charge information parameter so that specific parameters for MM1 submission and MM7 submission would be specified, rather than trying to define one parameter for both MM1 and MM7 submit requests.  The revised version of this CR will arranged by Orange till the next meeting.  A new grouping Normal / Reply / Reverse or Shared was proposed and the availability of the prepaid indication should be checked. It was also agreed to incorporate the decision on S5-024578 into a new CR and S5-024579 into a revised version of this CR.  This implies that the removal of the redundant information from the MM1 submit CDR will not happen in Rel-4 but only in Rel-5.

7.4 Removal of reply charging parameter in MMS submission CDR 
(Rel-4: S5-025578 and Rel-5: S5-025579)

These CRs proposes to remove the “reply charging” parameter from the MM1 submit request because it is redundant information – the same info is defined in the “charge information” parameter.  It was decided not to remove this parameter but change the parameter “charge information” from S5-024581 such that it doesn’t contain the reply charging info any more.  Therefore, these CRs are rejected.

7.5 Report from CPWP/SWG-B joint session (S5-034035)

The report was presented by the SC rapporteur and noted by the group.  The joint meeting was held on 12th December in London as proposed. The following aspects were discussed during the meeting:

- Location Services

  (for each GMLC involved in the processing of a location request should create a CDR) 

- Roaming Awareness

  (Solution for PS Charging noted and other services (MMS, IMS) require different solutions)

- MMS

  (agreement regarding the proposed message size definition by T2)
- Circuit Switched Services in 3G

  (currently  CS data services not fully traceable in case of inter handovers)

- R6 Services

  (guidance from SERG expected, CPWP was invited to provide more resources for SA5work)

- IST

  (CPWP clarify the requirement regarding  the traceability of IST)

The actions that SWG-B is expected to perform were acknowledged by the group.  An immediate reaction to the report is not necessary.

7.6 Additional feature for the MMS charging model (S5-034031)

This CR from SA1 adds a charging requirement concerning agreements between the VASP and a “3rd party”.  The group agreed that this is not within the realm of SA5 standardisation.  The CR was noted and no action is needed at this time.
7.7 Late contribution 

None.

8 Scheduling of future meetings

The next SA5 meeting (SA5#33) will take place from 24 February to 28 February 2003 in Phoenix, Arizona, USA. The Service Charging RG at least requires two quarters in the scope of SA5#33 in order to work on the action items and reply on incoming LSs.
