1 Agenda & schedule approval (incl. document registration)

3 Administrative issues

3.1 Work procedures

Input: S5-026936 (Ericsson: Proposal for changed work procedures in SWG-C)
An additional minor question was briefly discussed first: “How do we solve the problem that sometimes parts of the same proposal shows up in several parallel contributions? Should we have a rule that new proposals may only be treated in one WT until they are agreed?” SWG-C agreed that it is recommended to avoid parallel treatment of the same contributions, or parts of them. But it cannot be forbidden – for different reasons it may occur sometimes. The RGs should, when it happens, try to raise it to a common SWGC track as soon as possible, or defer it back to one of the RGs.

Tdoc S5-036119 (Motorola: SWG-C Working Procedures Issues and Recommendations) – a new contribution related to this issue, mainly with comments on S5-026936, was also discussed.

Comments given on S5-026936 and S5-036119:

· Krishna Kant: “Telcordia believes that SWGC is doing quite well for the moment, with quite good quality. Therefore we do not support Ericsson’s proposal . Regarding Motorola’s proposal, we do not support that either since it ‘belongs in SWGC’. And ‘better to use two rooms in one week than one room in two weeks’.”

· Olaf Pollakowski: “Siemens also thinks it works quite well; we have some flexibility in our schedules already which we think is sufficient.”
· Robert Petersen: “There is nothing in Ericsson’s proposal that is against what Motorola proposes. And looking at the history, we have many times had to redo things due to lack of coordination. Today we already have a one-track session for some of the WTs, which we believe is a step in the right direction. Further, Motorola’s paper says that “we need to coordinate anyway, with other SWGs” – yes, that is true, but decreasing the need for coordination within SWGC would still decrease the total coordination. Anyway, Ericsson is not opposing having parallel tracks if we try to keep it down as much as possible, and have a flexibility to switch between one and two tracks.”
· Li Yewen: “CMCC believes that both Ericsson’s and Motorola’s contributions are written with good intentions, to increase the efficiency and quality of our work and that is very good. However, CMCC believes that the no. of contributions and need for required output will increase in the future. Therefore we need parallel tracks. CMCC does not support the Motorola’s proposal to move some part of SWGC’s work to other SWGs.
·  Further, if we have problems with meeting hosts, SA5 is always welcome to China, there are meeting rooms enough for all of us.”
· Wu Heng: CATT does not support serial sessions, since we have such large amount on contributions to treat, so the time for each contribution will be very small.

· Robert Petersen: It should be noted that some 3GPP WGs are today working with one track for the whole WG. 

· Michael Truss: We obviously have to be careful if we want to move work to other SWGs. We should also analyse the experiences from working with the current structure, and the need for meeting rooms, since that has been questioned by people outside SA5. Therefore the SA5 leadership wants us to consider the possibility to do some of the work in other SWGs. That would solve the room issue at least. And we are already doing IRP work in both C and D today.

· Yang Li: Huawei really hopes that we can discuss the same type of issues with the same group of people. If we have to move the work between SWGs, it will be very inefficient. Huawei hopes that the contributions we have started to discuss here will not be moved to any other SWG until they have been concluded.

Conclusion and agreement (based on a proposal by Telcordia): 

· Ericsson’s proposal is rejected.
· The goal should be to optimise the efficiency as much as possible. The goal is not always to keep down the number of tracks, but to increase the efficiency. Whatever that means will have to be judged by the group from case to case. It could sometimes mean one track, which we already have agreed for some R6 WTs in the current work plan, and at other times more than one track.

· We should expect as in the past, we can have two rooms for SWGC if required.
· Some of the companies were of the opinion that Motorola’s proposal to move work to other SWGs will not always lead to increased efficiency, therefore there is not at this point in time a conclusion in SWGC that this is to be done. 
3.2 Specifications under SA5's responsibility

S5-036030 – this document was input for everybody’s information by Adrian Zoicas, but we did not have time to discuss it. (Post-meeting note: The SWG-C chair, vice chairs and Adrian Zoicas are using this document as a basis for a proposal to harmonize the IRP TS titles. Hopefully this will be ready as a contribution to meeting #33 (Action item 32b.1). Everybody is also encouraged to check that the “document rapporteur” names are correct regarding TSs under SWG-C’s responsibility.)
3.3 Compiler checking of SS code (IDL, GDMO and XML) 

Should we have a more established rule for compiler checking of SS contributions?

Thomas informed about our current history and agreement regarding such checks (as a summary, it is expected that every author has “passed a clean-compile check” for contributions containing compilable code, but due to different companies using different compilers, and no mandatory compiler is specified by 3GPP, different results may occur). We did not have time to discuss this issue further. If any company feels that they want to propose a better procedure, they are welcome to write a contribution about it.

3.4 Any other administrative issues

We discussed the rule for dead-line of resubmitted contributions. Agreed that the same rule applies for resubmitted as well as new contributions. Late contributions will be marked with a special colour in the schedule, but may of course still be treated (subject to decision by the Rapporteur and RG).
