4 Review of release 6/ WT04 input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5-036058 (SS)

[Ericsson]

(1) The IS to SS relation in the scope should be updated. (That was agreed)

(2) Is this SS compiled? (CMCC: yes).

Conclusion: CMCC modified the SS online based on the comments. Attendees agreed it in RG session.

4.2  S5- 026872(IS)
[Ericsson] Whether it is mandatory or optional to send only one notification for the deleted a sub-tree? 

[CMCC] This contribution was approved in Atlanta meeting in 2002. We need check the meeting report and the IS. No record about the mandatory or optional discussion was written in Atlanta meeting report. The IS number is S5-026872 which has been approved in Atlanta meeting in 2002.

[Ericsson] Let’s check the content of corresponding IS. In the IS, “the notification is generated” means that this operation is mandatory. The IRPAgent may consist of several sub-IRPAgent and be deployed in different nodes or databases, this will make vendor very difficult to guarantee only sending one notification on this situation.

[Telecordia] Give a suggestion how to modify the content. The original description is “However, if a complete sub-tree has been deleted, only one object deletion notification is generated for the sub-tree root object”. The changed content is “An object deletion notification of a managed object containing a sub-tree implies deletion of all managed objects in the sub-tree.  IRPAgent should make the best effort to reduce the number of object deletion notifications, for example by sending only one notification for the sub-tree root object in the event of a successful deletion of an entire sub-tree”.
This suggestion is accepted.

[Siemens] The CMIP SS is based on the version 1.0.0. However this is the contribution, which has been sent to TSG for information for a long time. The latest version number is 5.0.0.
