3 Review of release 06/ WT16 input documents 

3.1 Tdoc  S5-036026

The report from the previous meeting was approved.

3.2 Tdoc  S5-036240

This document contained  a proposal from CATT for introducing TDD mode aspects  to the UTRAN Network Resources IRP requirements.

Is there a need for introducing the UTRA concept/abbreviation?

It was agreed that FDD and TDD are not separate networks but only different modes of the same network type (system).  The term “network” should be replaced by “mode”.

A new proposal is required from CATT.

3.3 Tdoc  S5-036241

This document contained a proposal from CATT for the UTRAN NRM to include TDD mode aspects.

Support Qualifier “Conditional” in Table3 should be replaced by “Optional”.  This also applies to 6.3.3.3.

The above comment applies, in general, to the complete document.

What is the reason for introducing attributes rxLevMinCell ....... cellBarred in Table 3?  Some manufacturers pointed out that some of these parameters will be handled as part of algorithms and will not be individually settable.  Only parameters that are changed often should be introduced.

Why have corresponding attributes (e.g. for TDD) not been introduced for the External Utran Cell?

Table 11 – “UtranCell” should remain in the definition.  Change of definition of attribute rncid is not acceptable.  For attribute uarfnDl/Ul change “FDD system” to “FDD mode”. For attribute dwPchPower,  change to 1.28 Mcps TDD cell. 

Some editorial corrections:

6.3.4.1 – introduce space in “represents the logical.....”

6.4.1.1 – change “Each IOC’s  role is mapped .........”

The above changes have been saved in the r1 version.  CATT should re-submit an updated document with the above proposed changes.

3.4 Tdoc  S5-036242

This document from CATT contained proposed changes to the UTRAN NRM for handover/TDD related aspects.

The same comments (as on S5-03641) apply,  where relevant, towards this contribution.

Table 11 –for the cellParameterid, why keep referring to 3.84 Mcps or 1.28 Mcps instead of only TDD mode?  This also applies for primaryCcpchPower, uarfcn.

Table 6 – why have mcc, mnc, rncid been deleted?
