4.1 Tdoc/item S5- S5-036276 Security Management IRP Requirement (clean version)
The document is a draft Security Management IRP Requirements based on contributions from Huawei and Ericsson and on the discussion during the last meeting.  Group raised the following points.

1. The document should not define security related terms (unless it is absolutely necessary and specific to IRP).  The document should simply quote (and provide references) the terms used.

2. The sub-clause 5 is not well organized.  Motorola suggested another way to organize that sub-clause and would submit a detail proposal for next meeting for consideration.

3. Group felt it is not ready for discussion and agreement on the requirement statements (sub-clause 6) since the requirement statements contain security terms that are currently under discussion.

Ericsson will incorporate the discussion points into this document and forward it to the Rapporteur (who is absent) for his review and submission to the next SA5 meeting in Berlin.
