3 Review of release 06/ WT11 input documents 

3.1 Tdoc  S5-036021

The report from the previous meeting was approved.

3.2 Tdoc  S5-036050

This document contained updated requirements for Inventory Management regarding topology aspects from Motorola.  The proposed text of requirement 5 was modified after a discussion (changes marked in revised document).

It was commented that inventory information regarding e.g. ATM cards in NodeB/RNC will not be known to  the intermediate (i.e. for ATM network/cross-connect that connects NodeB to RNC) ATM management system.

It was felt that it was not clear whether “physical topology” refers to mapping of inventory units to transmission functions or whether it refers to connections between inventory units of two remote Network Elements.  Motorola will clarify the definition of physical topology via a use case,  and also update the requirements document.

It should be noted that the Inventory Management requirements document is a new TS,  and should be presented as such to SA5 (not as a CR).

3.3 Tdoc  S5-036258

This T-Mobile document contained the updated requirements as discussed at the previous meeting.

Requirement 1: delete “s” from units.

The working assumption is that this document is the requirement for the Inventory Management IRP, but its relation with the current Inventory Management NRM requirements document should be analysed.

3.4  Tdoc  S5-036318

This document contained Ericsson’s comments on IM requirements.

T-Mobile commented that requirements 3&4 (scope and filter) are necessary.
