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Introduction

The current text in TS32.150 contains a large amount of imported text from TS32.802.  This text is not written in a style which is suitable for a TS requirements document, ie it is not clear and unambiguous.  For section 4 a framework is proposed which captures the necessary requirements for the UEM Capabilities

Framework for Section 4

4.x
UE <Capability Name>

Description of the capability to go here

Eg “The UE Diagnostics capability shall allow for a UE based function to run under control of the UEM.  This capability shall provide diagnostic data at various levels, eg a test result, (pass/fail); test data etc”

4.x.1 Invocation

Description of how the Capability is invoked and what information is conveyed in the invocation.

Eg “The UE Diagnostics shall be invoked by the UEM.  The invocation command shall contain the following information :

· Number of times to run

· Diagnostic information to report

· User acceptance requirement

· Address to which the diagnostic information shall be sent”

4.x.2 Reporting

Description of the information to be sent to the UEM.

Eg  “The configuration information returned by the UE shall include:

· IMEI (as defined in TS 22.016 [10]);

· the Software Version Number (SVN);

· the applications installed and their software version. At a minimum the list of applications returned shall be those which are remotely manageable (a list of the other non-manageable applications may also be returned).;

· the last error, time, date. 

· configuration parameters, e.g. language settings, service related settings.”
4.x.3 Termination

Description of the termination requirements for  the capability.

Eg “The UE Configuration Query capability shall terminate after sending the configuration data to the UEM.”
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
