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1 Call to order

The meeting was called to order at 08:45 hrs local time on Monday 7th April, 2003.

5 Review of the last meeting report

The last meeting report from the SWG-B plenary can be found in S5-034103.  It was agreed without changes.

5.1 Action items from the last meeting

5.1.1 T-Mobile to draft a TR on technical analysis of the OCS structure by SA5#33bis
Done, see first draft of the OCS architecture study Technical Report in S5-034223.  The action item is closed.  For details on the discussion and decisions on S5-034223, see subsection 7.3 below.

5.1.2 Chair to update the working procedures document according to the group’s agreements
Done, see new version of the working procedures document in S5-034240.  The action item is closed.  For details on the discussion and decisions on S5-034240, see subsection 7.4.1 below.

5.1.3 All to check their ability to use NetMeeting on their PCs, especially regarding network configuration
All delegates confirmed that they are in a position to use NetMeeting, but many delegates don’t have the ability to use/test it in their normal office IT environment.  Thus, the group’s ability to use NetMeeting will be put to the test should the need for using NetMeeting arise (i.e. no projector available).  The action item is closed.

5.1.4 Siemens to check if they can agree to the fixed length unencoded Bx file header
This clarification has been achieved and shall be discussed in conjunction with the new draft of TS 32.297 in Tdoc S5-034230.  The action item is closed.  See section 7.2 for the discussion of contribution Tdoc S5-034230.

5.2 Requests for SA5 action from the last meeting.

SWG-B Plenary had asked SA5 to approve the revised WIDS for the “Charging Management” Feature (S5-034147) and the proposed new TS structure that goes along with it.  This was agreed by SA5 at meeting #33, and subsequently by SA#19.  The numbering of the Technical Specification series was expected to be revisited, as it had been commented at SA that the two final digits “60” might be used for GPRS (and not IMS as proposed by SWG-B).  SWG-B is also expected to come up with titles and rapporteurs of the new specifications.  See discussion of S5-034225 (7.1) and S5-034244 (7.1).

6 Liaisons with other groups

6.1 Incoming Liaisons

S5-034214.  LS <no title> from TSG SA to OMA m-Commerce WG, cc SA5, on the OMA m-commerce questionnaire, suggesting that the OMA m-commerce questionnaire be replied to by individual members rather than by SA5.  However, SWG-B feels that the reception of this questionnaire is a welcome opportunity to communicate to OMA what SWG-B is planning to achieve in Rel-6, pointing out that both duplicate effort and standardisation gaps should be avoided.  At the same time, it was agreed that SWG-B will not reply to the detailed questions related to m-commerce, as this topic is not subject to 3GPP standardisation work.

The LS is noted, no reply necessary.  The m-commerce questionnaire itself (S5-034207), and the above reply to it, will be treated separately (see subsection 7.4.2 of this report).

S5-034215.  Liaison Statement on subscriber certificates from SA1 to SA3, SA2, T2, cc SA5.  This LS provides information on some aspects of the use of certificates in 3GPP networks.  Noted, no reply necessary.  As it is not clear whether subscriber certificates involve charging as specified by SWG-B, T-Mobile will check with their SA3 colleague, and Siemens with their SA1 colleagues.
S5-034235.  Liaison Statement on Functionality for Reporting Radio Resource Usage Information for MBMS from UTRAN/GERAN to Core Network and/or to OAM from SA2 to RAN2, RAN3, GERAN2, SA1, SA5.  SA2 ask RAN2, RAN3 and GERAN2 to comment on the feasibility of reporting functionality from UTRAN/GERAN, to report radio resource usage information to Core Network or OAM.  SA2 further asks SA1 and SA5 to provide guidance whether the radio resource usage information is intended for network management and/or charging purposes, and, to consider the addition of such requirements to their respective specifications if necessary.  As most of this LS is directed towards SWG-A and SWG-D (and also treated by them in their sessions), the SWG-B chair contacted the SWG-A/D chairs and suggested to add a statement to their LS reply that such information as described by SA2 is considered useful for MBMS charging and will be included in the planned Rel-6 MBMS charging specification subject to SA1 guidance and requirements. (Note:  this has been included in LSout S5-038243).

S5-034236. LS on Reporting Radio Resource Usage Information for MBMS from UTRAN/GERAN to Core Network and/or to OAM from GERAN2 to SA2, cc RAN2, RAN3, GERAN1, SA1 and SA5.  This is the reply from GERAN2 to S5-034235 presented above.  GERAN2 feel that SA2’s proposed requirement is feasible but they need more information from SA2 concerning the required functionality.  Noted, no reply necessary.  Any outcome of this series of LSs (i.e. response from SA1 and further details from SA2) will need to be monitored by SWG-B in order to develop its MBMS charging standard.

S5-034242.  This is the same document (duplicate) as S5-034214 (SP-030173).

6.2 Outgoing Liaisons

S5-034248.  “Reply to M-Commerce Landscape questionaireV1.3.2” to OMA m-Commerce WG.  This is the reply to S5-034207.  See discussion of S5-034207 in section 7.4.2 below.

7.1 Rel-6 Feature “Charging Management

This document contains the SA approved version of the “Charging Management” feature WIDS.  It has been approved by SA without changes.  SWG-B is expected to specify the exact names and numbers of the TSs and to indicate the TS rapporteurs as requested in S5-034244.

· Finally, of the Rel-99/4/5 TSs, 32.005, 32.015, 32.205 and 32.215 were assigned to the BC rapporteur, and TS 32.200 to the SC rapporteur.

In addition to the above, new 32.27x TSs are expected for more services, and rapporteurs will be assigned when creating the TS(s).  Note that 32.260 (IMS Charging) is missing accidentally from the feature WIDS in S5-034225.  Note also that there is currently no rapporteur for TS 32.250, the SWG-B chair will take it on if a rapporteur name is necessary to enter the TS into the MCC database.

The information described above was used to create Tdoc S5-034245, the reply to S5-034244.  In addition, an entry was added for the TR 32.815 “OCS architecture study”, rapporteur NENNER Karl-Heinz.  Amdocs offered to take at least one of the TSs that will follow as a consequence of this TR, once they are defined.

7.2 Rel-6 WT: Interfaces to Billing Domain, Bx

Tdoc S5-034230.

Not discussed due to lack of time.

Open.

WT completion rate remains at 30%.

7.3 Rel-6 WT: OCS Interfaces Definition

S5-034223
This is the first draft of TR 32.815 (proposed number) “OCS architecture study”.  The following comments and agreements were made:

· Add a note to the scope that, unlike TR 23.815, this TR is not limited to IMS;

· Add a statement in the definitions that they are copied from TR 23.815 and TS 32.200, respectively;

· Editorial corrections and addition of Ro’ in the “Symbols” section;

· Addition of a note to the symbols that Ro’ is only used for descriptive purposes, while it is beyond the scope of the TR whether Ro and Ro’ are technically identical or just equivalent;

· Add some missing abbreviations;

· The use of ISC in section 4 contradicts to other sections of the TR;

· Some editorial corrections, and the addition of AoC to the pre-rating item, in the second bullet item list in section 4;

· In section 4, is it needed to separate the counters between session counters (in account management) and service counting (in rating)?

· The figure 5.1 should be augmented to add WLAN, reconsider the use of Ro versus ISC by the S-CSCF, re-insert the SCF, and, in order to simplify the diagram, to group all charging functions into one box;

· Add an explanatory note that there could exist a translation function between CAP and Ro for the SGSN, but that this is beyond the scope of the TR.

The discussion of the document was then aborted as the SWG-B plenary session reached its end.

Open, discussion ongoing.

WT completion rate: estimated at 15%.

7.4 Non-WT related items

7.4.1 SWG-B structure and working procedures

S5-034240

This document is the update of S5-024574 based on the agreements on the SWG-B structure and working procedures at the last meeting.  Additionally, the chair had added some modifications for clarification and consistency.  With these changes, the structure and working procedures were agreed.

Closed.

7.4.2 OMA m-commerce

S5-034207
This document contains a detailed questionnaire from OMA to a number of other standards bodies about m-commerce (functions, role models, etc.).  It was agreed that SWG-B will not get involved in m-commerce, in line with SA LS S5-034214 (see 6.1).  However, SWG-B feels that some items in this questionnaire represent a welcome opportunity to communicate to OMA what SWG-B is planning to achieve in Rel-6, and to try to avoid both overlap and gaps between OMA and SWG-B work.  A reply proposal was drafted (S5-034248) and will be forwarded by the chair for SA5 approval.

Closed, agreed.

7.4.3 SA1 CRs to TS 22.115

S5-034209
This document contains two CRs (CR # 008 and CR # 010) to TS 22.115.  CR 008 is related to WLAN and was therefore moved to the BC/WLAN session.  CR 010 implies that the “roaming awareness” item is now also reflected in SA1’s TSs, thus providing a requirements background for work that has already been performed or is planned by SA5 (e.g. adding the SGSN’s MNC and MCC to the G-CDR and MMS CDRs).

Closed.

S5-034249
In discussing S5-034209, it was observed that CN4 has added the MNC and MCC of the SGSN as an optional parameter to GTP.  Thus the GGSN can not rely on receiving this information, which is a prerequisite for forwarding this information to HPLMN service nodes e.g. via the GGSN’s RADIUS interface specified in TS 29.061.  In conclusion, it was felt that the requirements from GSMA and SA1 are not met by the GTP and RADIUS solutions.  It was therefore agreed to draft a LS to SA2, CN3 and CN4, cc SA1 an GSMA BARG CPWP to assure at least from Rel-4 onwards that the MNC and MCC must be sent by the SGSN at least upon PDP context activation and inter-network inter-PLMN handover.

Closed, agreed.  To be forwarded for SA5 approval.

7.4.4 SA1 Status Report

S5-034210.

This document presents the status report from the Chairman and Secretary of SA1 as of SA#19.  Since this is an extensive document, an action item was assigned to Nortel to analyse it and report to the next meeting the items from the status report that are relevant to SWG-B charging work.

Closed.

8 Any other business

It was discussed that there is a need to address WLAN and IP flow bearer charging issues in a joint meeting with SA2.  There were strong feelings that SA2 was developing the overall architecture of these two features into the wrong direction in a sense that it would be difficult to integrate them into the overall common charging architecture in Rel-6.  It was also stated that SA2 was apparently getting involved in SA5 business of specifying charging architecture and functionality, rather than concentrating on their core responsibilities, such as e.g. specifying the IP flow charging mechanism.  Finally, it was felt that SA2 co-operation with SA5 was not satisfactory, given the fact that the IP flow bearer charging WI is a component of SWG-B’s “Charging Management” feature.

By means of online communication between SA2 and SA5 delegates (concurrent SA2 meeting in Seoul), a plan for a joined meeting at SA2’s next regular meeting in the week of May, 12th to 16th, was developed and agreed by SWG-B delegates.  This will result in relocating the whole SWG-B meeting from 19th – 23rd to one week earlier from the SA5 meeting venue to the SA2 meeting venue.  The SWG-B chair will seek approval of SA5 for this change.

Further preparation of the joined meeting will be as follows:

· SWG-B will propose 2 quarters each for the WLAN and IP flow bearer charging sessions, respectively (total 4 quarters), to be held anytime after Monday noon and before Thursday noon according to SA2 preferences.

· To provide an agenda proposal for SWG-B agreement, action Lucent to supply a first draft.

· Draft a contribution to the joint meeting, summarising the discussions of SA5 regarding charging evolution, and providing a background of the common Rel-6 charging architecture, with emphasis on the problems that are seen with respect to SA2 work on WLAN and IP flow bearer charging.  Action SWG-B chair to distribute a first draft.

· Subject to SA5 approval, the SWG-B chair will act as the joint meeting chair from SA5 side.

9 Scheduling of future meetings

As discussed above, it was agreed, subject to SA5 approval, that the next SWG-B meeting be relocated to allow for a joined meeting with SA2 on WLAN and IP flow bearer charging.  Thus, the next SWG-B meeting is scheduled from the 12th – 16th May, collocated with SA2 in San Diego, California, USA.  (Note that this plan was approved by the SA5 plenary at the end of SA5#33bis).

In conclusion, there are about 18 (max 20) quarters available for SWG-B work at this meeting.  Of these, 4 are planned by SWG-B for the joint sessions with SA2 as described in section 8 above.  SWG-B plenary will need approximately 2 quarters for its session.  2 quarters will be needed for SA5 plenary preparation, yielding 10 – 12 quarters (depending on meeting closure time on the 16th) for BC, SC and IMS sessions.  Details will be proposed by the SWG-B chair in S5-034300 (agenda/timeline) in due time.

10 Adjournment

The meeting was adjourned at 15:40 hrs local time on Monday, 7th April 2003.  Extra plenary session time was added at various points during the SWG-B meeting in order to discuss the issues presented in section 8.
