4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc/item S5-036432 ( CATT: CR for 32.641 Utran NRM FDD/TDD enhancement requirement )

This document contained  a proposal from CATT for introducing TDD/FDD mode aspects  to the UTRAN Network Resources IRP requirements. Text of requirement 1 should be changed to “...... UTRAN Network entities,  which shall include FDD and TDD mode aspects.”  This document was approved with this change.

This contribution should be made into a CR and presented to SWG-C plenary for approval. The new updated CR is S5-036485.

4.2 Tdoc/item S5-036431 ( CATT: CR for 32.642 UTRAN NRM FDD/TDD enhancement )

This document contained a proposal from CATT for the UTRAN NRM to include TDD mode aspects,  and contained comments from the previous meeting.

Table 3:  Telecordia suggested that it may be possible to model TDD/FDD aspects by using different IOCs using inheritance (e.g. TDD/FDD cells are created by inheriting some attributes from a generic cell),  instead of modelling TDD/FDD specific attributes as optional attributes.  Telecordia may provide a contribution using this alternative modelling.

Siemens proposed making TDD/FDD attributes Mandatory with a qualifying note.

But CATT and Ericsson think the attribute constraints have already qualifying notes,the attribute support qulifier remain optional.

Sub-clause 6.3.3.3:
Change text “....are mandatory if the cell is FDD cell....”.

Change text “....are mandatory if the cell is 1.28 Mcps TDD cell....”.

Change text “....are mandatory if the cell is 3.84 Mcps TDD cell....”.

Attribute Uarfcn should be uarfcn (lower case) in Table 3.

FDD Mode(lower case) in 6.3.5.1 NOTE.
The above comments also apply to 6.3.5.2 Table 5 and 6.3.5.3, 6.3.6.2 Table 6 and 6.3.6.3.

Change text of 6.3.6.1 “... attributes for inter-system and intra-system handover.  The cell may be a TDD mode cell or a FDD mode cell.”

Sub-clause 6.5.1,  Table 11:

adjacentCell – re-instate “the UTRAN cell”.

cellParameterId – CATT will provide Legal Values for this attribute.  This also applies to all new attributes introduced.

primaryCpichPower – delete “FDD mode” from last line.  The same applies to primaryScramblingCode.

schPower -  change ...”the synchronisation channel Power(delete)....”

Introduce abbreviation for UTRA.

Uarfcn – replace “system” with “cell”.  The same applies to uarfcnDl, uarfcnUl, etc in the rest of the table.

It was noticed that “MOC” has appeared in version 5.1.1 of the UTRAN NRM,  and this will be investigated by Ericsson.

Sub-clause 6.4.1.1 – change ....”Each IOC’s role is mapped .....”.

CATT will update the NRM with these comments and re-submit at the next meeting.
