For dailyscheduling, the attribute shall list the intervalsOfDay  (interval-start and interval-end times of the day) for which the measurementJob.jobStatus = Active and its substate = working. During excluded intervals the measurementJob.jobStatus = Active and its substate = idle. 

For weeklyScheduling, the attribute shall provide the daysOfWeek (Mon, Tue, Wed, Thu, Fri, Sat, Sun) & intervalsOfDay (interval-start and interval-end times of day) during which the measurementJob.jobStatus = Active and its substate = working. During excluded intervals the measurementJob.jobStatus = Active and its substate = idle. 

If intervalsOfDay is not specified, the value of the interval shall default to a single interval encompassing the entire 24 h period of a day.

If daysOfWeek is not specified, the value will default to all seven days of the week.

This attribute defines the behaviour of the threshold functionality. A threshold can said to have been crossed when the value of measurementType goes: 

· Higher than thresholdValue or 

· Lower than thresholdValue. 

If direction=increasing, then the threshold shall said to have been crossed when the value of measurementType goes higher than thresholdValue.
