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The objective of this document is to clarify the responsibilities of SA5 and SA5 SWG-D for the Trace work done in 3GPP, especially in the context of cooperation with 3GPP WGs. 
1/ SA5 is responsible for Trace concepts and requirements, and is the overall responsible 3GPP WG for on time delivery and good quality of Trace functionality for 3GPP Rel-6. As such, SA5 SWGD should promote work on Trace in various concerned 3GPP WGs, notably by encouraging creation of Trace WI in those groups.
2/ SA5 SWGD is responsible for identifying impacts of Trace on signaling interfaces outside the scope of SA5. SA5 SWGD is responsible for sending clear and detailed requirements to other 3GPP WGs as early as possible in Rel-6 time frame in order to let these study these requirements and propose corresponding technical solutions. 
3/ All documents sent to other 3GPP WGs (TS, LS, presentation) should have been sufficiently discussed and agreed within SA5 SWGD. Other 3GPP WGs should not be used as arbiter for debate which should occur in SA5. 

4/ In case requirements to other 3GPP WGs are not clear enough ot not agreed within SA5, any joint meeting or sending of SA5 SWGD delegates to other 3GPP WG meetings should be postponed. It is necessary SA5 delagates express more clearly their views in SA5/SA in case of disagreement. It would also be appreciated that SA5/SA decisions are reconsidered only for exceptional cases. 
5/ In case the concerned 3GPP WGs cannot provide a solution meeting the detailed requirements within Release 6 timeframe, this TS would then be changed accordingly and those requirements would be postponed to a later release. This is also applicable in case the required solution would mean changes to a non-3GPP specification that could not be updated within the Release 6 timeframe.
6/ In case the concerned 3GPP WGs do not agree on SA5 requirements or object to their technical feasibility, SA5 SWGD will reconsider those requirements based on clear arguments and explanation sent by the 3GPP WG as an official position. SA5 is the place to discuss Trace requirements. If some companies or other 3GPP groups have problems with SA5 requirements, the problem should be sent to SA5 to be resolved there.
 

7/ As overall responsible for Trace work in 3GPP, SA5 is in charge of the Rel-6 Trace work plan. Any modification of the Trace work plan has to be debated and agreed within SA5. This planning activity will naturally have to take into account feddback from other 3GPP WGs on their Trace activities, as soon as available.
