· Release 6 UEM work

· The UEM Rapporteur Report from SA5#33bis was approved.

· It is estimated that the User Equipment Management BB
is 12% complete. The work is done against WID S5-032110 (SP-020608).

· 3 presented the contribution "Updates to 32.150 clauses 1 – 5" (S5-032332). The contribution was discussed and some modifications were agreed that resulted in a new draft  TS 32.150 v0.0.2 (S5-032325) being produced.  

· Companies participating in the OMA Device Management work gave a quick update on progress. Web services are being proposed for a mechanism to provide third party access to Device Management services. Providing third party access to UEM has been an SA5 requirement for a long time.

· There was a long discussion about how the 3GPP UEM work should proceed and what the work should focus on now that the OMA Device Management work is well underway and the OMA Device Management Requirements document is nearing completion. S5-032211 presented by 3 at SA5#33bis found a high degree of overlap between the 3GPP UEM and the OMA Device Management work. At the end of the discussion each delegates in turn described what course of action they believed should be taken and the responses were:

- "3", Orange and T-Mobile said the 3GPP UEM work should continue with a changed scope.

- Ericsson and Vodafone said the work should be moved to OMA.

- Nortel Networks deferred to the operators to make a decision.

The majority decision was therefore to continue with the 3GPP UEM work and to change its scope to only include UEM aspects that are not being covered by the OMA Device Management work.

· A revised WID for Release 6 UEM was drafted and agreed (S5-032320). The T2 work items have been removed; the UEM Protocol Specification is being done by OMA Device Management group.

· The UEM Rapporteur resigned and the position is now vacant. Companies are requested to nominate a new Rapporteur.
