Justification

With the IMS evolution in Rel-6 and with the emerging need of other charging applications to implement elements of the Diameter based Rf and Ro charging protocols, it is necessary to separate the IMS specific charging issues from the more generic charging protocol development.  The generic Diameter based protocols include both the Rf for offline charging and the Ro for online charging.  This development effort needs to be coordinated with new developments in IETF regarding the Diameter based protocol and the Credit Control Application (Ro only).  In addition, it needs to accommodate the needs of other domains or subsystems in order to achieve a uniform Diameter 3GPP application. 

4

Objective

The effort on this Work Task (WT1) comprises of activities needed to evolve the existing functionality of the Rf and Ro interfaces in TS 32.225 such that they are consistent with the appropriate IETF specifications and may also be used for other charging domains and subsystems (probably all except CS). The generic aspects of the interface protocols will be described in a separate TS 32.299.  No functional enhancements to IMS charging are included in this WT.
