4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc/item S5-036564

This document contained questions from CMCC regarding Inventory Management modelling.  The following are the answers to their questions:

1. There is no plan yet to define Equipment Management in SA5.  Some relationship already exists between Inventory Unit IOC and Managed Function through their containment in Managed Element IOC.  Note that an Inventory Unit is not equivalent to an Equipment object.

2. The figure contained in this document is incorrect.  Please see TS 32.692 for Release 5.  No containment hierarchy has been defined yet for Release 6.  There is no link between a HW and a SW unit.  Only the attribute of the Inventory Unit indicates whether it is a SW or HW type unit.

3. Location Name is an attribute of Managed Element and is write-able.

4. There is no plan to model Inventory Management  as in ITU-T.  Please refer to the 3G Inventory Management model in TS 32.692.

4.2 Tdoc/item S5-036569

This document contained a proposal from T-Mobile for the requirements for Inventory Management and included comments from the previous meeting.

Siemens commented that they could not agree with requirement 5 in its  current form and this item needs further study.  It was agreed to leave the text as proposed in this contribution,  but to leave it for further study.

It was agreed to accept the changes marked in this contribution and make this a baseline requirements document,  so that work can commence on defining an IS and NRM for Inventory Management.  It was noted that some issues were still open, e.g. the items marked for further study,  Ericsson’s concerns on Scoping and Filtering.

An updated clean requirements document will be presented at  the next meeting.

4.3 Tdoc/item S5-036587

Siemens proposed removing requirement 7 (regarding automatic notifications).  After discussion it was agreed to re-word this requirement and include it in the baseline requirements document as follows:

“Interface-N may support generation of notifications when Inventory Units are changed (e.g. when a Inventory Unit is installed).  Support of this notification is dependant on the type of Inventory Unit.”

Siemens will confirm their acceptance of the above wording at the next meeting.
