6.1.1 MBMS Codec Requirements

This LS from SA4  (S5-034408) on MBMS Codec Requirements contains a work item description (WIDS) for the MBMS and an email suggesting a joint meeting (JM) with at least SA1 and SA2.  The WIDS was noted with the acknowledgement that there are charging aspects pointing to SA5’s related work tasks.  Concerning the JM proposal, the group don’t know if the SA5 chair provided a reply to SA4, and whether SWG-A who this LS was also sent to, took any action. The service charging rapporteur will clarify this with the SA5 Chairman. It was proposed as one option to sent an email (if not already too late) that would say that we don’t see a possibility for a JM so far but companies of the SA5 delegates are exploring the possibility to bring their SWG-B delegates to the JM.  If the JM already took place, no further action will be taken for the time being. The request above was clarified by the service charging rapporteur with the SA5 chairman in the meantime that there was no reply sent by SA5 and the interest of the other WGs wasn’t so high, therefore is the proposed JM postponed by SA4.  Thus this LS is noted with no further actions.

6.1.2 Roaming Awareness 

In the LS (S5-034409) on Roaming Awareness as the response to an earlier LS (S5-034256), the CPWP requests that the network indication of the roaming subscriber should be included not only in the submission CDR but also in the retrieval CDR. However, their LS is actually based on outdated information (in the earlier LS with the inclusion of the serving network identity in the MMS CDRs related to MM1 transactions was stated), in the meantime the complete functionality that they requested was included into TS 32.235 (Rel-4 and Rel-5).  It was agreed to send a reply that their request is fulfilled by CRs approved at SA#20, and that the respective CRs have been implemented in the v4.x.0/v5.y.0 versions of the TS published after SA#20. Orange took the action to draft this LS. The final version of this LS can be found in Tdoc S5-034443.

7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B service charging discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 BB WID: Charging Management for the Service Domain

Due to the arrangement of two TS proposals the group reached a good progress regarding the Rel-6 work plan.  
BB completion rate is estimated at 40%

7.1.1 WT on MMS Enhancements

In Tdoc S5-034419 the first draft TS 32.270 was provided by Siemens.  The structure of the draft TS as the basis of all ‘middle tier’ TS was explained on the basis of the agreements from the last meeting as discussed during the Plenary session. Obviously, the first three chapters are clear due their precondition from the TS template provided by MCC. During the discussion there was a proposal from Nokia to discuss common principles for service charging.  It was agreed to do this in conjunction with the discussion of TS 32.240 and take there whatever decision the group agrees to. 

It was discussed how the remaining clauses of the TSs should be organised. 

The group agreed that all ‘middle tier’ TSs should contain a clause 4 specifying how the generic architecture (and principles) applies to the specific service/domain/subsystem. This includes no splitting between offline and online charging in that subclause.  The clause 5 should be describe the charging triggers, scenarios and message flows (of the service/domain/subsystem) that trigger charging records for offline charging (the content is proposed for subclause 5.1) and ACRs for online charging (the content is proposed for subclause 5.2).  The clause 6 would then contain the CDR definition tables (the content is proposed for subclause 6.1) and the ACR content definitions (the content is proposed for subclause 6.2).  It was left open for now whether the CDR parameters and AVPs will be described in more detailed syntax / protocol description or in the middle tier TSs themselves.  

During the regular meeting sessions some achievements of the adhoc are finally agreed:

· The “scope” clause was further aligned with the proposal of the generic scope (applicable to all charging TSs) from draft TS 32.298 proposal.  The specific part was then edited and agreed.  This modified scope clause is up to now the scope text that should be applied to all ‘middle tier’ TSs.

· In the “references” clause the number block as changed for the Telco references to start from “21” and it was also agreed that the blocks of reference numbers and the numbers themselves should be introduced in all TSs.  There are no particular items with respect to clause 3 (all definitions are copied from other TSs anyway).

· The structure for clause 4, 5 and 6 was finally agreed and shall be used for all ‘middle tier’ TSs, thus we can proceed and produce skeleton drafts of the missing TSs (32.250 - 32.252, 32.260) and update the not discussed TS 32.271.  

· All CDR parameter descriptions shall be moved to TS 32.298 and the AVP descriptions to TS 32.299.
All achievement that were considered as template for other TSs was included in the actual version TS 32.270 V0.2.0 and can be found in Tdoc S5-034438.  
WT completion rate: 50%, with the agreements and discussion of the TS 32.270. 

7.1.2 WT on LCS Enhancements

The first draft TS 32.271 was provided by Orange in Tdoc S5-034413, but due to lack of time not discussed.  

WT completion rate: 25%, only with the agreement of the TS 32.271.

7.1.3 WT on Alignment of charging specification

The CDR parameter descriptions included in the latest TS 32.235 shall move into TS 32.298. For more information, see in the plenary session report related to the contribution S5-034420.   

WT completion rate: 35%, with the agreement of the transfer of CDR parameter description and the arranged ASN.1 code in TS 32.298.

7.2 Non-WT related items

7.2.1 Content adaptation
S5-034229: Rel-5 CR 32.235: “Content adaptation” is superseded by Tdoc S5-034427. 

Status: CR closed.

S5-034427.  Rel-5 CR 32.235: Inclusion of content adaptation indication in the MMS Retrieval CDR. There was some discussion on which trigger should content adaptation supported in MMS charging.  It was clarified that it is only applicable on the recipient MMS Rely Server.  In conclusion of this agreement three options are possible:

1. adding only an indicator that content adaptation occurred;

2. indicate how often it occurred, i.e. how many MM components were subject to adaptation;

3. add another set of parameters describing the modified MM components, thus enabling post-processing to calculate the difference.

Option 3 was proposed to follow, but due to the backward compatibility and not existing requirements for Rel-4 the implementation in Rel-5 was agreed. It was assumed that the parameters in Rel-4 indicate the MM properties of the original MM without any content adaptation.  In Rel-5 a second set of parameters (conditional) should be added that indicate the MM properties after content adaptation. Orange took an action item to draft the CR for SA5#35. In conjunction with this discussion on the related parameter for the adaptation, the content type parameter based on TS 23.140 was changed in Rel-5 and Orange in co-operation with AWS will clarify the problem. The outcome of this investigation should be also reflected in the draft CR.

Status: CR put on hold.
7.2.2 Alignment of location charging principles

S5-034224: Rel-5 CR 32.200: “Alignment of location charging principles” is superseded by Tdoc S5-034436. 

Status: CR closed.
S5-034436.  Rel-4 CR 32.200:  “Alignment of Location charging principles”.  This CR adds the description of the currently missing trigger conditions for the generation of LCS CDRs in the CS and the PS domain.  The implementation of the LCS-CDR generation has been already introduced in TS 32.205 and TS 32.215 some time ago, so currently stage 2 and stage 3 specification are not aligned.  The CR was agreed after some changes to the cover sheet and the addition of a missing abbreviation.  The Tdoc number will be reused for the final CR as the initial late contribution was distributed without an official number. 

Status: CR finally agreed.

S5-034437.  This CR is the Rel-5 mirror of Tdoc S5-034436 with the same status.

Status: CR finally agreed.
