4 Review of Release 6 / WT08 input documents 

4.1 S5-036530: 32.331 V0.0.6 – Notification Log IRP Requirements

Dave Raymer presented the contributions

· Lucent   -- can a manager access multiple log agents

· Motorola -- yes

· Ericsson -- subject to security (Authentication and Authorizations)

· Ericsson -- remove the "advertisement' of Microsoft

· Huawei   -- does this cover alarms?

· Motorola -- yes

· Ericsson -- This does not preclude the existence of multiple logging agents (for example one for NotificationIRP and one for AlarmIRP).

· Huawei -- AlarmIRP maintains historical alarm information ... we don't need to track alarms here.

· China Mobile -- disagreed, Notification Log allows a great deal more "historical" capability and should be maintained.  

· Huawei   -- this removes the need for a separate "Alarm Log" IRP.  

       * General agreement *

· Ericsson -- do we need a requirement for compatibility with OMG or CMIP notification log requirements?

· Motorola -- requirement no, conceptual goal yes.

· Lucent   -- Supports

· Ericsson -- is willing to look at such a statement.

· China Mobile -- what is the difference between the contents of the contribution and the CORBA NL?

· Ericsson  -- They have a large common ground but neither is a subset of the other.  The differences need to be more clearly identified, specifically XML.  If the XML is removed, then the draft is a proper subset of the CORBA NL.

· Lucent -- are multiple logs allowed? How are they named/identified? This is a question that boils down to the multiplicity on the relationship between the NL agent and the/a log.

Further discussion topics:

· A discussion of stop and stop/ suspend and resume was had      

· A discussion of the compliance to X.735 -- there is no concept of log job.

· What is the relation of the lifecycle of log records and log jobs? What is the relation of a logJob to a log?

· Hiding the logs seems to be a good thing; the existence of logJobs is questionable.

· Agents should isolate interested logging parties from each other.

· Ericsson is concerned about the similarity to PM thresholding. Ericsson insists that the CORBA notification log service be sufficient to implement the Notification Log functionality.  The existing proposed deviates from the existing CORBA NL Service or X.735.  Ericsson to bring a contribution on their point of view.

· There is no filter in LogJob ... there maybe or should be.

· Need to align log with PM with Alarm.

· Need to define what is being logged.

· Should an operator be allowed to stop a log job?

· Clarification of log record.
