4 Review of input documents 

4.1 Tdoc/item S5-036755

This document contained a proposal from T-Mobile for the modelling of the Iur Link and included comments from the previous meeting.  The following comments were noted:

Delete the “Other comments” from the CR front page.

Show the deleted NRM diagrams also, together with the new diagrams.

Remove Work Item Code “SWG-C, WT12” from the CR front page.

Section 6.5.1, change attribute name to “externalRncFunctionId”

Section 6.3.6, change attribute connectedRnc to read-only.

Section 6.3.7, change attribute externalRncFunction-ExternalUtranCell to read-only.

Change spelling of qualifier in all the new tables (4th column).

It was commented that Iur link is symmetrical between two RNCs and should not be contained only under one RNC,  as in the current proposal.  One option is to model the connection as two instances of Iur link,  each contained under one RNC.  CATT wanted a uni-directional relation between IurLink and RncFunction. What is the purpose of the Iur Link?  Is Iur Link only for navigation?  Then it will not be necessary to have Vendor Specific data for the Iur Link.  Should Iur Link have alarms?  Another modelling option is to contain the IurLink IOC under Sub-network and have a uni-directional association between RncFunction and IurLink. An email discussion will be started on the different options.

4.2 Tdoc/item S5-036738,  S5-036739

These contributions from Ericsson contained a proposal for modeling of Areas (e.g. Location Area, Service Area) in NRMs.

T-Mobile commented that the same attribute (e.g. mcc, mnc) now appears in two IOCs (e.g. in PLMN and UtranCell).  One option could be to make these common attributes Conditional in existing IOCs.  Also,  the new hierarchy in Figure 6.2.1.2 will need to be Conditional/Optional if backward compatibilty was a requirement with some Operators/Vendors.

Siemens queried whether this proposal made the operation of moving a cell (as stated in S5-036739) any easier.

Motorola,  Nortel and Siemens objected to having to support two alternative models.
