6.1.1 Priority Service Guide (TR 22.952)

With the LS (S5-034507) on TR 22.952, Priority Service Guide is the request for review and comment included, which was not possible for the group during this meeting. Therefore Nortel took the action item for the investigation on subclause 6.3 and will prepare a short presentation during the next meeting  

6.1.2 MBMS Volume/Time Based Charging

In the LS (S5-034537) on MBMS Volume/Time Based Charging SA2 has been considered the requirements to provide volume/time based charging for MBMS and concluded that inaccuracies in the time/volume based charging are related to the size of the Multicast area.  The related charging data, which could indicate the duration of the session, the volume of transmitted data per UE, always under the assumption that the UEs are within the Multicast area will be generated by the SGSN, GGSN and BM-SC. The group agreed to that statement and will take the response from SA1 into account to have the confirmed requirements as a guideline for MBMS charging description in Rel-6. The LS was noted and no reply is necessary.

6.1.3 Routing of MM with multiple addresses

In the LS (S5-034549) on Routing of MM with multiple addresses was raised the problem of the CDR generation for each subscriber in the list of the recipients. It was agreed to send a reply that the approved and published TSs in the v4.x.0/v5.y.0 fulfills their request. Siemens took the action to draft this LS. The final version of this LS can be found in Tdoc S5-034554.
6.1.4 Introduction to the OMA Activity on Push to talk over Cellular (PoC)

This LS (S5-034550) on Introduction to the OMA Activity on Push to talk over Cellular (PoC) is not directly addressed to SA5 the Charging Group is not able to fulfil any statements on this issue. If the SA plenary define any order or wish to be involve SA5 then a new WID will be generate to next SA plenary in 12/2003 at the earliest.
6.1.5 MBMS charging issues

In the LS (S5-034552) on clarification of MBMS charging issues, SA1 does not foresee the need to verify the exact reception of amount of bits and the duration by the user at the MBMS bearer level. SA1 also informs that different requirements with regards to MBMS User Service charging including the possibility of acknowledged download of data or content with the possibility of per-download charges are in discussion. In addition of the previous discussed LS (S5-034537) the group assumed that SA1 will come back with a final statement if the requirements fixed so that this LS was noted and nor reply is needed.

7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B service charging discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 BB WID: Charging Management for the Service Domain

Due to the arrangement of two TS proposals the group reached a good progress regarding the Rel-6 work plan.  
BB completion rate is estimated at 50%

7.1.1 WT on MMS Enhancements

In Tdoc S5-034523 the third version of the draft TS 32.270 was provided by Siemens.  In the updated version the generic charging architecture picture and description were added in clause 4 as well as for the LCS charging architecture. The revised version was agreed during the TS drafting session with final version for the scope and list of references. All achievement that were considered as template for other TSs was included in the actual version TS 32.270 V0.4.0 and can be found finally in Tdoc S5-034560.  
WT completion rate: 55%, with the agreements and discussion of the TS 32.270 and is therefore send to the SA plenary for information. 

7.1.2 WT on LCS Enhancements

The Tdoc S5-034515 is the revised version of the first draft TS 32.271 provided, but not discussed by Orange from the last meeting in Tdoc S5-034435. The scope and references were adapted based on the achievements from the MMS specification as well as the replacement of the LCS architecture with the generic charging architecture for LCS. The LCS architecture shall move into the service architecture description of the common charging architecture description in TS 32.240. It was also decided to remove subclause 4.2 with the proposed LCS logical charging architecture description because the specific network configuration of the requesting, visiting and the home PLMN is not part of this description. Therefore also the interoperability and roaming scenarios are removed. The list of mobile originated and terminated scenarios was completed with inclusion of the network-initiated. The CDR descriptions including the differentiation of the PLMN location were new arranged in clause 6. All agreements are added in this actual version during the TS drafting session and the final version can be found in Tdoc S5-034559.

WT completion rate: 55%, with the agreements and discussion of the TS 32.271 and is ready for presentation at the next SA plenary for information. 

7.1.3 WT on Alignment of charging specification

All CDR parameter descriptions and their coding rules are moved into TS 32.298 and this specification is ready for the first presentation to the SA plenary. For more information, see in the plenary session report related to the contribution S5-034420.    

WT completion rate: 55%, with the agreement of the transfer of CDR parameter description and the arranged ASN.1 code in TS 32.298.

7.2 Non-WT related items

7.2.1 Content adaptation
S5-034513.  Rel-5 CR 32.235: Inclusion of content adaptation indication in the MMS Retrieval CDR. 

Based on the agreements from the last meeting the outcome of the action item reflect with the new version the achievements of the discussion on that issue. The MM1 retrieve CDR contains now two parameter sets, the original and the adapted MM content, in which are the content type, the message size and the MM component type parameter describing the corresponding status before and after the MM adaptation. Some fine-tuning was needed for the plenary preparation and the final version can be found in Tdoc S5-034556.
