4 Review of input documents 

4.1 R6  S5-036769 – file asynchronous method for AlarmIRP IS

This is a resubmitted contribution.  There are comments as following.

E///: This need of this requirement is not clear at this moment. The proposed file method is slower than existing synchronization method)

Some delegates agreed following statement:

· If this requirement is intention to support high performance of Itf-N, the file method may not address this problem. People are not convinced the problem would be solved by this proposal, but would be addressed as system design issue)

T-mobile: In case number of active alarms is not large, synchronization method is enough. If number of active alarms is large, support file method as an optional method to be investigated. 

China Mobile: We will test the performance of the CORBA iterator which support synchronization method to get active alarms and compare with file method.

Conclusion: Rework this contribution based on the test result if they are available.
4.2 S5-036446 CB Discussion on retrieval of alarm history information  Fault IRP
Rapporteru group agreed this requirement with some clarifications, which deal with the history alarm information retrieve method. China Mobile takes a action item to prepare CR to Fault Management 32.111-1 for next meeting)

4.3 S5-036982 China Mobile Discussion on Alarm report performance of NBI

Rapporteur group discussed this contribution in detail. Comments were given as follows. 

Alcaltel and Lucent: 

· Performance depending on environment. Many factors impact on performance

· Need to define full context

E///: May introduce more confuse.

China Mobile: Product implementation is based on the Itf-N specification requirement. It is necessary to introduce it in specs giving more information to product designer.

T-Mobile: New concept is SA5 specification. Need context.

Moto: Suggest to submit it to SWG A for discussion.

E///: Send email in leader’s group for working procedure.

Conclusion: China Mobile need to rework this contribution based on comments.
