4.2 Tdoc S5-044407r1 (Charging Requirements on File Transfer IRP; Motorola)

Comments: 
· Ericsson commented that the arrow “FTP read” in the clause 2.1 figure is not in the right direction. For the notification and the operation in the same figure, the arrow indicates who initiated the operation when the “FTP read” arrow shows the direction of the data transfer. Motorola will update the contribution accordingly. 

· Vodafone questioned whether any notification is to be sent after the FTP Write in clause 2.2 figure. Motorola replied that this notification is not defined in the existing FT IRP specification since it is only required for the Push mode which is not currently supported. 
· Motorola questioned whether the Push mode is really mandatory for Charging. Nortel Networks explained that the Push mode is for example required when the Charging Function (CF) has no more disk space and has to move files to the Billing Domain (BD). The push mode allows the CF to be independent from the BD. Ericsson commented that the CF is not really independent since the BD has to allow the transfer via the operation “readyForFiles”. 

· T-Mobile proposed a new sequence for clause 2.2 figure as follows: 
1 - FTP Write from CF to BD
2 – A notification “notifyTransferComplete” is sent by CF to BD at the end of the Write operation 

· T-Mobile and Nortel Networks questioned whether it is worthwhile to implement FT IRP for charging aspects, especially if all the Ftp functionalities are not fully covered by FT IRP. More particularly, it should be possible for CF and BD to negotiate Push or Pull mode. This is to be further discussed.
· Huawei commented that the FTP client / FTP server roles do not appear clearly in Motorola contribution. This will need further clarification. 

· Nortel Networks stressed the need to define consistent file naming conventions with existing SA5 specifications notably the PM TS 32.104 and 32.401. 

Conclusion: 
· Applicability of FT IRP to other SA5 concerned specifications has to be confirmed to ensure the consistency of SA5 specifications. Further PM and charging inputs to the SWGC WT07 are encouraged in order to enhance FT IRP.
