Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the [following] terms and definitions [given in ... and the following] apply.

Reseller Service Provider: Actor that resells Services provided and defined technically by another service provider
The reseller may re-brand the Service or offer a modified tariff package to its customers.

Service Profile (Sprof): A service specific subscription profile component.

Service specific Subscription profile template
: A set of defined data which may be used to configure parameters to fulfil a specific service. This data may include by reference other service specific subscription profile template(s) which are used to configure the service.

Mobile Virtual Network Operator: An operator providing services, without owning any access or core network resources
Service Integrator: organization that takes a set of services from other providers and derives an end-to-end set of services
It has responsibility for the end to end service QoS to the Customer
Service Profile (Sprof): A service specific subscription profile component.
Subscriber: (from 21.905)A Subscriber is an entity (associated with one or more users) that is engaged in a Subscription with a service provider. The subscriber is allowed to subscribe and unsubscribe services, to register a user or a list of users authorised to enjoy these services, and also to set the limits relative to the use that associated users make of these services.
Subscription: (from TS 21.905) A subscription describes the commercial relationship between the subscriber and the service provider.

Subscription management: set of capabilities that allow Operators, Service Providers, and indirectly subscribers, to provision, control, monitor the Subscription Profile

Subscription Profile: The set of data managed and stored by network domains and subsystems for the operation and execution of the services provided to subscribers

Subscription Profile Component: discrete subset of the Subscription Profile that may be stored or managed separately from other subsets e.g. components that may be stored in different domains, subsystems or replicated using different synchronization rules. 
User: (from TS 21.905) An entity, not part of the 3GPP System , which uses 3GPP System services. Example: a person using a 3GPP System mobile station as a portable telephone.
User Services Profile: Contains identification of subscriber services, their status and reference to service preferences
Value Added Service Provider: Provides services other than basic telecommunications service for which additional charges may be incurred.

	Assumptions
	The role of subscriber and user may be played by the same person.

Or may reflect a commercial enterprise where the subscriber defines capabilities for many (> 1) users, i.e. subscriber and user are different persons.
	
	

	Begins when
	An existing or potential new subscriber begins negotiating a contract (i.e. 3GPP subscription) with a service provider.
	
	

	Pre conditions
	(a) The service provider has one or more  services whicht may be commercially offered to thesubscriber.

(b) The network resources exist to support the service(s)

(c) The subscriber has passed creditworthiness / and trust evaluations which are outside the scope of subscription management.

(d) The subscriber and service provider have agreed techniques for authentication and secure access to the subscription data. 
	
	

	Step 1
	The subscriber agrees the number of users that are to be covered by the subscription. This is associated with an identifier for the subscriber for future access and reference.
Note that a subscriber may have several different subscriptions.

A user may be referenced in several different subscriptions associated with one or more subscribers.
	
	

	Step 2
	The service provider offers  services to the subscriber.
The subscriber contracts to a set of services and defines both the users who may access the service, and the the extent of subscriber controlled variation in service delivery.(permitting  subscribers who represent organiations with many users  to configure different levels according to company structures e.g. Executives, Sales, Engineers).

This extends to buddy lists and user customisable data and features..
	
	

	Step 3
	The subscriber defines the range and any limitations of use that users may have to customise their service delivery.
The results of the agreements are documented and made available for subscription management purposes.
	
	

	Step 4
	For each service the subscriber contracts to, the operator may associate a set of default service parameters which need to be defined to configure and fulfil the service.
These sets of data may be referenced by the services defined in the subscription to allow easier fulfilment of service
	
	

	Step 4
	The subscriber and service provider may agree details for service delivery:-

· commencement date(s)

· Termination Date(s)

· A service status to indicate whether the network operator and subscriber have a maintained agreement.

· Service Level Agrements (Availability / bandwidth etc etc.)
	
	

	Ends when
	The Subscriber consents to a contract agreement to pay for the services content defined by  the subscription.
	
	

	Post Condition
	The subscription management system stores the subscription data and is able to update or obtain and provide to an authorized request the following minimum  details regarding the subscription in terms of

· The subscription(s) the subscriber is responsible for.

· The authorized users covered by a particular subscription.

· The subscriptions a particular user is a member of.

· The details pertaining to a specific users subscription

· Constraints relating to a subscription  e.g. start and/or expiry Date/time

· Special notes regarding other factors (e.g. SLA notes).

· The subscriber(s)

· Support general queries based on subscriber and user combinations
