Comments:

· E///: The inventory data has already been defined in 3GPP TS32.692.
· E///: The Annex A is proposed changed as following: “Examples of inventory data are described in the following Table.  A Managed Element is also referred to as a Network Element (NE). The actual standardized inventory data for Itf-N is defined in 3GPP TS 32.692[4].
· E///: Need add a new reference TS 32.692 in Inventory Management Requirement.
· E///: Propose to move the requirement 5 and keep other editor’s notes in Inventory Requirment.
· Simens: Support E/// comment.
· China Mobile: The Example of inventory data table is confusion. MCC editor may cause some problems. T-Mobile needs to check the table, where three kinds of Inventory data are defined, to assure that the table is correct.
· China Mobile: If the Inventory Management data is defined by TS32.692, What’s the relationship between the TS32.692 and Inventory Dada described in the Inventory ManagementIRP requirement?

Comments:

· Simens has the same comments as last meeting. 
· Should there be an additional parameter in the getSessionStatus operation output to indicate whether the session is an Inventory or Configuration Management activity?  This could be useful for other IRPManagers to find out the activity type of a session.  How does this impact discussions in Security Management where it is being proposed that only the IRPManager that started a session can send commands related to the session?
· How to prevent an IRPManager from starting an Inventory Management session and then trying to upload Bulk CM parameters (e.g. radio parameters)?  Maybe a comment should be put in the upload operation sub-clause stating that the file content is dependent on Activity Type,  i.e. an Inventory session uploaded file shall contain Inventory data and not CM data.
Other companies concern the relationship with BulkCMIRP and FTIRP, especially the FTP server placement.
