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1. Overall Description:

During our meeting SA2 #38 in Atlanta, SA2 studied the data to be included in the user profile in the case of WLAN Interworking. MSISDN is one of the information we plan to put in the user profile, but the question was raised whether this should be an optional or a mandatory parameter. During the discussion it appeared that charging could be one of the reasons to mandate the use of the MSISDN if the billing system needs it.
Following this discussion, SA2 would like to ask the following questions:

· does the WLAN UE need to be allocated an MSISDN ?

· if yes, does the WLAN UE need to be allocated different MSISDNs for GPRS/UMTS access and for WLAN access ?
