· Motorola: proposes an alternative writing: “

1. The threshold is reached

2. or the threshold is crossed

The choice of generation under which condition is left to be a vendor specific issue.”

· Huawei: Q.822 does not specify what is meant with “threshold crossing”

· Motorola: This is basically a choice between basing the definition to what is described in ITU-T X.721 or ITU-T Q.822.
· Ericsson: As the ITU-T Q.822 is a newer specification, we should follow that one
· Huawei: Suggests option 1 in Motorola’s proposal to be “ the threshold is reached or crossed”
· Ericsson: The inclusion of option 1 would have impact also on Alarm IRP
Conclusion: 

Discussed, not agreed. The clarification of Threshold alarm trigger condition is an issue that remains to be resolved both in TS 32.411 and in TS 32.412. AP on Huawei to further motivate their alternative suggestion “reached or crossed”.
