Rationale

· There are instances in the 3GPP specifications where there are measurements collected, alarms raised and/or billing operations being carried out on certain NEs that are not mentioned or modelled in the NRM specifications. 

· The 3G Architecture document does make a mention of the network elements but it does not get into technical details – rightly so. 

· Lucent Technologies feels that the NRM is the starting point for declaring all supported network elements and their relationship to the other NEs in the model. Individual NE capabilities would then be described in the IS.

· Hence if a certain NE is not mentioned in the NRM, then ideally there should not be any alarm raised or any PM data collected or any billing records generated from it. 

· Following are a few instances identified:

· MMS Relay Server is not modelled in any NRM but there are measurements related to it in TS 32.403 and it generates billing records as per TS 32.235.

· IMS Nodes generate billing records as per TS 32.225 but there is no mention of their existence in the Core Network NRM. 

· IuRLink is not modelled in the UTRAN NRM even though there are IuR related measurements in TS 32.403. 

· There are a few such links in the PS domain as well ( not modelled but have measurements related to them.
