This document is based on TS 32.296 V.1.6.0 (S5-044439, produced at the 3GPP TSG-SA5 SWG-B meeting #38bis in Sophia Antipolis).
The document also includes all changes from tdocs S5-044524 and S5-044531, which have been submitted earlier to this meeting. All changes are marked with revision marks. The new changes (i.e. changes in addition to S5-044524 and S5-044531) are marked in a different color.

Rationale

In TS 32.296, V.1.6.0, the description of scenarios using a Class "B" Rating Function is still unclear, inconsistent, and, in some aspects, incorrect. There are several open issues with respect to the basic principles underlying the use of a Class "B" Rating Function (refer to the editor's notes contained in TS 32.296 V.1.6.0). 

No document solving these open issues of the Class "B" Rating Function was received although the special TS submission deadline agreed for meeting #39 has passed four days ago; there are also no indications that such document(s) will be submitted by the normal, one week deadline.. It should further be noted, that some of these issues have been open for several meetings, but no attempts to resolve them have been made so far. Hence, many open issues with respect to Class "B" persist. 
During the SA5 meeting #39, the version of TS 32.296 that will be sent to the next SA plenary for approval shall be finalised. Since no input concerning the open Class "B" issues has been received so far, we believe that a sufficiently stable version of TS 32.296 cannot be achieved for the next SA plenary, if Class "B" remains a part of the document. However, the description of the Class "A" Rating Function is already sufficiently stable. Therefore, we do not want to delay the approval of the TS.

From our point of view, due to the lack of progress concerning Class "B", the best solution is a complete removal of the Class "B" Rating Function from the TS. This has been done in the attached document. Additionally, all text parts referring to the existence of two classes of Rating Functions have been rephrased. 
We propose to submit the attached document (or a revised version thereof as per outcome of the SWG-B meeting discussions) for approval to the next SA plenary.

Note that this approach also reflects best the initial request from SA plenary to include only one solution in the standard.
