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1. Overall Description:

RAN 3 would like to thank by SA5 SWGA for its LS and provide the clarifications on Trace requested in S5‑042528 (R3‑041185).

A) Is the above understanding correct?
Answer: yes


B) If the SA5 SWGA understanding is not correct, what is the solution provided for tracing in DRNC with regards to MBA and SBA for Rel-6?
Answer: N/A


C) If the SA5 SWGA understanding is correct, are RAN3 planning to provide tracing solution for MBA in DRNC?
Answer: no.


D) If the SA5 SWGA understanding is correct, and RAN3 are not planning to provide any solution for tracing in DRNC for MBA, what is the motivation to provide such a solution for SBA but not MBA?
Answer:
It was agreed in RAN3#42 that there is no need to provide a solution for tracing in DRNC for MBA. This is due to the fact that only RNSAP/NBAP data (which are almost identical) would be available and not RRC/RANAP which are by far the most critical for any kind of analysis. Thus, all companies in RAN3 except one felt it useless to define a solution for tracing in DRNC for MBA.
However, in the case of SBA, it is possible to have access to all these different (RRC, RANAP, RNSAP, NBAP) data. Furthermore, it was deemed interesting, especially in case of multi-vendor Iur scenarios, to have in-depth knowledge of what is happening on the Iub under a DRNC to have a full picture for such Use Cases as Subscriber Complaint. Finally, it seemed in accordance with the philosophy of SBA to propagate the Activation of a Trace Record on the signalling interfaces, according to RAN3's understanding.
