5 Review of the last meeting report

The last meeting report from the SWG-B General RG was agreed and can be found in S5-044503.  
5.1 Action items from the last meeting

5.1.1 T-Mobile and Amdocs to complete the parameter and message definitions
This work is progressing according to schedule – new contributions have been received in S5-044612 and S5-044622.  These are discussed in detail in section 7.3 of this report.  This AI is kept open to keep track of the progress and achievements.
5.2 Requests for SA5 action from the last meeting

There were no requests made to SA5 from the last SWG-B General session.
6 Liaisons with other groups

6.1 Incoming Liaisons

S5-044611 “LS_in 3GPP2 TSG-X correspondence on the harmonization of 3GPP2 Revision A charging and 3GPP Release 6 charging”

The LS from 3GPP2 TSG-X requests the clarification about the transfer of the IMS Charging description from the Rel-5 TSs to the new Rel-6 TSs. Based on an email from the SWGB chair from 05.08.04 to the reflector the group decided using this clarification for the reply LS. The information will be completed with the attachment containing the SA5 presentation at the joint meeting with OMA MCC and 3GPP TSG-X.

S5-044618 “Reply LS to SA5 on Assignment of the Diameter codes and identifiers”

The LS from CN4 is the response to S5-044356 on the clarification about the definitions for the AVP codes. CN4 clarifies that AVPs needs to be listed within each specification since it is needed a place where the AVP is defined and since each specification should contain a table to indicate the nature of the AVPs, i.e., the flags, types and encryptation, as it is defined by IETF RFC. This is related to TS 32.299 and TS 32.296. In the CN4 TS 29.230 the ranges of codes assigned by either IANA or 3GPP to Diameter Application-Ids, Command Codes, AVPs and Experimental Result Codes are listed. Regarding this clarification the group decided the generation of an action item to the editors of the related TS drafting a reply LS. This draft should be containing all used Command Codes and AVPs which needs to be allocated by CN4 for the On- and Offline charging Interface (Rf and Ro) and for the Rating interface (Rc).
Open. The editors of TS 32.299 (Benni) and TS 32.296 (Yishai) took the action item to draft the reply LS to the next meeting.
7 Discussion of agenda items and contributions

This section presents the SWG-B plenary discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in sections 3 and 4 of this report.

7.1 Rel-6 Feature “Charging Management”
7.1.1 Draft Rel-6 TS 32.240

The TS was approved by SA at TSG meeting #25.  Version 6.0.0 of the TS can be found on the 3GPP server.

The remaining open items are documented in the report from the last meeting and inline in the TS as well as on the TS submission cover sheet in S5-044567.  CRs to close these gaps are expected in the next few meetings.
WT completion is on schedule.

7.1.2 Draft Rel-6 TS 32.298

The TS was sent for information TSG meeting #23.  Version 1.0.0 of the TS can be found on the 3GPP server. The incorporation of remaining open items are documented in the report from the last meetings. The editors plans a new draft for the next meeting.

This part of the Rel-6 charging work remains on schedule.

7.2 Rel-6 WT “Interfaces to Billing Domain, Bx”
The TS was approved by SA at TSG meeting #23.  Version 6.0.0 of the TS can be found on the 3GPP server.

The remaining open items are documented in the report from the last meeting and inline in the TS as well as on the TS submission cover sheet in S5-044155.  CRs to close these gaps are expected in the next few meetings.
WT completion is on schedule.
7.3 Rel-6 WT “Online Charging System – Rating Application”
S5-044612 “OCS – TS 32.296 v1.9.0”.
This contribution contains a new draft version of TS 32.296, based on S5-044636. S5-044622 was reviewed page by page. Numerous changes were made during the review process, and editor’s notes were added for unresolved issues.

The agreed proposals of S5-044612 and changes made during discussion of the document are contained in document S5-044654.
Closed.  Replaced by S5-044654.

S5-044622 “OCS TS 32.296 – CR”.

This document proposes changes to draft TS 32.296. S5-044622 was reviewed page by page, agreeing most of the proposals.  Some changes were also made during the review process, and editor’s notes were added for unresolved issues.  
Specifically, the issue how and where (i.e. in which TS) the AVPs ServiceInformation and LocationInformation shall be specified was discussed to some extent, without an agreed solution. In general it was agreed, that the ServiceInformation shall be specified in TS 32.299, and that the service-specific usage shall be defined in the middle-tier documents. LocationInformation shall be part of the ServiceInformation. One problem is the definition of ServiceInformation for CS bearer charging, since this is not covered by Ro (hence it is not included in TS 32.299). It was agreed to discuss this issue via the SA5-SWGB e-mail list in order to find a solution before the next meeting. 

The agreed proposals of S5-044622 and changes made during discussion of the document are reflected in document S5-044655, which will also be incorporated in S5-044654.

S5-044636 “OCS – TS 32.296 v1.8.1”.
This document contains the version of TS 32.296 that was presented to SA plenary #25 for information. Documents S5-044612 and S5-044622 are based on this version.
Closed.  Noted.

S5-044654 “OCS – TS 32.296 v1.10.0”.
This document includes the agreed proposals from documents S5-044612 and S5-044622 (agreed proposals also contained in S5-044655), and all changes made during discussions of these documents.
Closed.  This document represents the new base version of draft TS 32.296.

S5-044655 “OCS TS 32.296 – CR”.

This document includes the agreed proposals from document S5-044622, and all changes made during discussion of that document.
Closed.  This document will be incorporated in document S5-044654.
WT completion is on schedule in general, however numerous open issues exist in the stage 3 description as documented by the numerous editor notes in the draft TS.
7.4 Non-WT related technical items

7.4.1 Joint Meeting with OMA-MCC and 3GPP2 TSG-X
The joint session with OMA MCC and 3GPP2 TSGX was helt on Saturday the 25th September. The meeting was started with a presentation of each participating groups. The SA5 slides were presented by the SWGB vice chair and can be found in S5-044649. During the discussion the OMA OSE architecture was presented by MCC with the included 3GPP Charging Functions (CF) and agreed to have a link via the OMA charging function to the specific Charging Trigger Functions (CTF) to all relevant charging information resources e.g. an OMA application server. The outcome of this view can be found in the 3GPP mapping into OSE document S5-044650. As the consequence a more generic architecture limited to the 3GPP charging functions was presented and discussed, see S5-044651. Based on the perfect architecture mapping of OMA-CF and 3GPP-CF MCC both groups confirmed the possibility in that’s sense the validity of 3GPP charging description for OMA application services. This situation already exists for MMS Charging and it was confirmed that SWGB takes the responsibility also for PoC Charging description. The minutes of the joint session can be found in S5-044652.

During the SWGB meeting the vice chair presented the achievements of the JS and discussed the minutes with group. It was decided by the group to send back same remarks and comments for clarification in Tdoc S5-044657. Based on this decision some other clarifications regarding the incorporation of the 3GPP CF into the OMA OSE architecture and the SWGB view of the architecture mapping including the responsibility of specifications are summarized in Tdoc S5-044656.  It was decided to send both documents including the agreed version of TS 32.272 for PoC Charging back to OMA MCC in the LS S5-044658.   

7.4.2 Template for middle tier Charging TSs

A new version of the template is scheduled for SA5#40.

8 Any other business

8.1 SA5 SWGB WT not existing yet in Rel-6

All rapporteurs of the Rel-6 WID were informed about the action item requested by the SA5 chair to have all WT available at SA5#40 to send it for approval. The delegate from Siemens pointed out that his understanding differs and he will clarify this effort with the Siemens SA delegates. The result of this clarification will be distributed via email.

The next SWG-B meeting is scheduled from 15th November – 19th November 2004 in Sanya, Hainan, China, hosted by China Mobile.  This is a SA5 meeting with full plenary.
