Thomas responded by  raising the question as to whether it should be done at all.

Motorola:-  would prefer less rigid rule for OC / OD. Allowing the agent to reject an OC from the Itf-N.

Siemens:- This may be too simplistic, as workflows and use cases may show more sophistication is necessary.

It was thought that there were cases in the Transport network modelling for ATM.

Huawei propose to apply in release 7 and leave in release 5 and 6. The change is not urgent.
