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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks RAN3 for its detailed review of TR 32.804–600. SA5 would like to inform RAN3 that the majority of the comments made in the accompanying document R3-041452 have been accepted and will be incorporated into the next version of the SA5 TR.

There were, however, two proposals which SA5 intend to discuss further before reaching a conclusion on whether to accept them or not:
1. Firstly, the proposed removal of Annex A relating to Return (error) codes was not agreed at the present time. 

SA5 needs to examine the relevant section of TS 25.463 (UTRAN Iuant interface: Remote Electrical Tilting (RET) antennas Application Part (RETAP) signalling) in detail in order to determine whether to document the codes in the RAN3 TS or in the SA5 TR 32.804. 

SA5 expects this to be concluded, and appropriate contributions prepared, before SA5#41bis in March 2005.

2. Secondly, SA5 agreed that clause 4.3 8 needs to be clarified, but could not agree on the appropriate wording. 

Two SA5 delegates accepted to discuss this point, and to bring a contribution on it to SA5 #41bis.
