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Justification

For the case that an IRP manager fails, it is useful to have a substitute IRP manager to step in and take over the tasks of the original IRP manager. Otherwise one major prerequisite for an efficient management - the fast transfer of relevant event report from IRP agents to IRP managers – cannot be fulfilled. 

If one IRP manager A or the communication between IRP agent and manager A fails, then the relevant event reports should be re-routed – possibly with as little delay as possible – to another IRP manager B. For this manager B needs to set up the same notification subscriptions as IRP manager A – but only in case that manager A cannot communicate with the IRP agent. In order to copy these subscriptions B neither needs to know the managerReference of Manager A and the subscriptionId values which were allocated for manager A by the involved IRP agents. Otherwise no re-routing can be initiated automatically. Such an exchange of information is not yet defined in 3GPP. 

A possible use-case for this is the following: One IRP manager (#1) takes care for FM, one (#2) for CM. Now manager #1 fails, #2 steps in and stores the notifications which were designated for #1. When #1 comes back again, it can retrieve these notications from #1 (they usually are not any more available in the agent) and evaluate what has happened during its downtime.

Simple methods to support such a back-up functionality for notifications could be an alternative or complement to existing high availability multi-server configurations for IRP managers.
