Detailed proposal

One of the most highly rated tourist attractions in Montreal is Jet-Boating on the St. Laurent river. The tour operator “Lachine Rapids Tours“ starts directly from centrally located old harbour of Montreal and offers a dinner package that is very reasonable and well priced. The dinner place “Pub St. Paul” is within walking distance from the pier. There a choice of three evening specials is offered: Pasta, Pub steak, BBQ chicken, served with fries, soup, salad, soft drink, dessert and coffee.

For people who would like to avoid the jet-boating, but want to join the dinner afterwards, a dinner-only option is also available.

Requirements:

For the Jet-Boating bring a complete change of clothing and a towel.

Proposed Schedule:

Tuesday 10th of May

17:52 Arrival at pier, deposit water sensitive items in a locked room, prepare the trip, board the boat

18:30 Departure of Jet-Boat

19:30 Return, Change clothes, Walk to restaurant “Pub St. Paul”

8:00 p.m. dinner at “Pub St. Paul” ( http://www.go-montreal.com/pubstpaul/pubstpaul-en.htm )

Costs:

Option 1: 36,5 € for the Jet-Boating + Dinner package (including taxes and service charge)

Option 2: 11 € for dinner only.
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Registration and Mode of Payment:

Registration is done in a two-step manner:

Step 1: Indicate your interest verbally or via email and specify clearly which of the two options (complete package or dinner-only) you choose.

The event has to be paid more than 15 days in advance. I will take care for conducting the necessary transfers and collect the money from you. Therefore:

Step 2: Pay the full cost to me.

There are the following methods of payment for you, in order of my preference:

1. Via www.paypal.com to clemens.suerbaum@siemens.com (sorry, no credit card usage possible)

2. Money transfer to my account (I will tell you my account data privately on request, but not publish it here. (Remark: Within the Euro zone, banks are not allowed to charge more than for a national transfer).
3. Cash here in Sophia (This should be the exception. I do not like to carry much money in my pocket).
Please pay in currency Euro. Specify purpose “SA5 Jets, [your name]” so I can assign your money to your registration. If you pay for several persons, please send me an clarifying email.

Deadline for your payments to me is: 19th of April 2005 18:00 a.m. UTC (=Greenwich time). Your money must be on my account then, so please consider the transfer delays).

Your registration is only valid, if your money reaches me before the deadline.

I will book the event on 21st of April. Later-comers will be treated on a we-see-what-we-can-do base. But please avoid this.

For the payment there is the potential alternative to contact the tour operator directly and tell them your credit card details. In this case they will charge you not the group rate, but the individual rate, which is more than 20% higher. And it makes things unnecessarily complicated for them and me. So please use this only as a very last resort (please use keyword “3GPP SA5” when contacting the tour operator and tell me about it).
