Rationale
Transcoder Free Operation(TrFO) is a new feature for R4. TrFO mechanism allow end-to-end communication without inserting a transcoding equipment into the communication path, which improve the voice quality and reduce the usage of network bandwidth.

In daily network OAM, we concern the usage of a new function to analyze how the new feature is supported by UE and by network.

In UMTS Core network, if attempted codes negotiations is high and failure codec negotiations is low, that indicate UEs have a good support for TrFO and network have a bad support for TrFO. Network bandwidth is wasted. If attempted codes negotiations is low and failure codec negotiations is high, that indicate UEs cannot support TrFO and core network do a good job. Network element should be reconfigured according to successful codec negotiation rate.

Consequences and implications
If the counters are not accepted, we can not learn and analyse calls used TrFO accurately, which is an important part of circuit switch domain performance indicators.
