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Justification

3GPP does allow for numerous vendor specific extensions to the 3GPP defined NRM IRPs. These include new vendor specific object classes, sub-classing and the use of vendor specific data containers. However, it is not specified for which types of vendor specific extensions which mechanism should be preferably used.

As for the vendor specific data container, the usage has been specified when accessed by the Bulk CM IRP. However, some more clarifications are required with respect to certain aspects. These include the usage (syntax/semantics) of the filter parameter in the upload operation and the support of notifications on the vsDataContainer. Especially the identification of sub-attributes of the attribute vsData needs to be defined.
Currently the vsDataContainer can be accessed only with the Bulk CM IRP and not with the Basic CM IRP. It should be investigated if the restriction should be removed.
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Objective

The objective of this Work Item is to
· specify recommendations which vendor specific extension mechanisms should be used preferably for which vendor extension types and required clarifications for the different mechanisms (e. g. naming rules)
· provide clarifications regarding the usage of the vsDataContainer by the Bulk CM IRP (e. g. filter syntax and semantics)
· provide clarifications regarding support of notifications on the vsDataContainer

· investigate whether the vsDataConatiner should be made accessible by the Basic CM IRP and in case this is done define the required usage rules
· align the extension rules across different Solution Sets and File Format Definitions.
Usage rules could include
· mechanisms allowing to access one parameter or a subset of all parameters contained in a vendor specific data container
· mechanisms allowing optimized reporting of value changes of one parameter or a subset of all parameters contained in a vendor specific data container
