Core Network southbound mgmt interfaces do not have any 3GPP standardised names like their UTRAN counterparts Itf-R & Itf-B. In November last year, we prepared a very late discussion document to gauge the level of comfort with vendors if such a change were to be made. Herein we propose to discuss the names for the interfaces. We would like to assure you that this is proposal is only introducing nomenclature and not proposing any architectural changes.

Note that any existing interfaces Itf-B and ITF-R are exempted from the following rule.

Interfaces to particular NEs may be identified by using the string "Itf-" and appending the first letters of the each different word in the NEs name.(up to 3 letter maximum).

Where an NE is a service specific entity  e.g. SMS then the first letter of the service is taken followed by a hyphen
