Rationale

During SA5#41bis there was general inclination to avoid new vendor specific fields in the Alarm and have vendor information placed in the additionalText field. We feel that it’ll be helpful if there is a predefined structure for this field so that information can be located easily. 

The main objective of the proposal is to come to an agreement on the structure of this field. We do not propose to change any other aspects of this field. e.g. M/O.

Detailed proposal

The proposed structure for additionalText is as below:

{<vsMOC>}{<vsAlarmType>}{vsPerceivedSeverity}{<Free text>}

All elements should be enclosed within “{…}”. If all vendors present information as per the following structure, then it’ll be easier for any NMS to retrieve and interpret the fields correctly. It is not mandatory to populate every element in the structure, but it is mandatory to have all the elements. In case there is nothing to populate, the vendor should leave it blank. A few examples below illustrate some scenarios:

1. {NodeB=1,Shelf=10, Card=13}{AB321}{99}{Hello World}

2. {}{AB321}{}{Hello World}

3. {NodeB=1,Shelf=10, Card=13}{}{31}{}

4. {}{}{}{}

If this structure can be agreed, we’ll propose a CR in the next meeting with the exact text to be added in TS 32.111-2.
