6.1.1 Transaction Identifiers in MMS CDRs
The LS in S5-054316 suggests the inclusion of the Transaction Identifier for the submission and forwarding MMS CDRs to distinguish if the MMS Client submits an MM more than once. Orange drafted the reply LS in S5-054567 to inform OMA MWG and also 3GPP2 TSG-X about the decision of the group. This was mainly based on the result of Orange’s investigation the study of the MMS Stage 2 specification that pointed out that the MMS Relay/Server has the capability to identify duplicated MMs. This implies the capability of the MMS Relay/Server to not charge the same MM twice and that the inclusion of the Transaction Identifier (TI) for the Submission as well as for the Forwarding transaction is not needed for MMS offline charging.  For MMS online charging the OCS is not capable of identifying duplication based on application level information (such as MMS Transaction ID).

The reply LS was approved via SA5 e-mail reflector.

7.1 Rel-6 BB WID: Charging Management for the Service Domain

7.1.1 WT on MMS Enhancements

S5-054523 “Rel-6 CR 32.270 Duplicate Detection in MMS CDRs” (Orange)


This contribution was arranged by Orange based on the action item for the transaction identifier. The need of the transaction identifier was concluded by the group and therefore the CR not necessary (see subclause 6.1.1). A corresponding CR S5-054523 for the offline correction was handled in the General Charging Session.

S5-054531 “Rel-6 CR TS 32.270 VASP ID for Online Charging” (Lucent)
This contribution proposes to add the VASP Id to the MMS-Information AVP for the use in the CCR message for MMS Online charging. The group didn’t agreed because the VASP informations are only related to a 3rd party and not related to the MMS online charging for the MMS User Agent. How the VASP information transfer is handled on the MM4 interface is subject of further investigation by Lucent (SC-42b-2).

These contributions propose the changes the address type for V-GMLC, H-GMLC and R-GMLC to be IP address from E.164 number. This correction is needed because the address type as a result of MAP queries to the HLR is IP address as the reference points that the GMLCs use to interconnect. The CR S5-054543 contains the corresponding format change in the parameter definitions. Both CRs were approved and the cover sheets adaptated.

7.1.3 WT on PoC service charging

S5-054555 “Rel-6 CR 32272 Update Talk burst charging to be aligned with PS charging and DCC concepts” (Vodafone).
This contribution proposes the enhancement of charging for talk bust also to the participating PoC server if the information received from the controlling POC server as defined in OMA PoC User Plan specification. The specific usage of the Usage-Service-Units parameters for charging of talk burst is added to the ‘Basis Principles’. As the result of this clarification the ‘Editor’s note’ was removed. In alignment with the latest correction on TS 32.299 the Quota-Holding-Time and Trigger parameter were added to the CCA message. The PoC-Information parameter is corrected accordingly, the ‘List of talk burst’ parameter is now used and the description adapted. The contribution was corrected and the cover sheet adjusted.
