a) Define requirements, considering multi-manager aspects and data synchronisation, for mechanisms suspending Itf-N notifications and/or operations for a scope of managed object instances

Detailed proposal

Used Terms:

Suspended notification: A notification which would be sent under normal circumstances, but is not because a corresponding request was received.

Suspended operation: A operation O1 which would have been executed by an IRP agent after receiving an IRP manager request, but is not, because another request was received before not to execute the former request O1.

Partial suspension: Some or all notifications and/or some or all operations via Itf-N are suspended.

Explicitly defined: The data is defined in a parameter of the operation.

Implicitly defined: The data is defined in the general definition of the operation (no parameter).

Requirements for partial suspension of Itf-N:

1. General Requirements

1.1. Authorization and Authentication of IRP managers requesting Itf-N suspension are necessary.

1.2. When one IRP manager requests a partial suspension of Itf-N, other IRP Managers affected by this request (e.g. who subcribed to notifications carrying suspension information) shall be notified.

1.3. An IRP Manager should be able to intervene against suspensions from other IRP Managers.

1.4. The Itf-N shall allow to specify in a suspension request which managed instances shall be suspended.

1.5. The Itf-N shall allow to specify in a suspension request if notifications and/or operations shall be suspended.

1.6. The Itf-N shall allow to specify in a suspension request the time span of the suspension.

1.7. The Itf-N shall allow to specify in a suspension request which kind of synchronization shall be started  or not started after the end of the suspension.

2.1. The Itf-N shall allow an IRP manager to explicitly define which notifications should be suspended.

2.2. The Itf-N shall implicitly define which notifications should be suspended.
