SDP Session Description

Holds the Session portion of the SDP data exchanged between the User Agents if available in the SIP transaction.
The x-CSCF, BGCF, MGCF shall retrieve the value for this parameter from the SDP offer of SIP messages, if present. The x-CSCF, BGCF, MGCF shall then include this information in the ACR that is triggered when receiving the SIP message that contains the SDP answer. This includes both the case of initial session set-up and SDP changes during the session.
The ACR shall include attributes for data received for charging from both the SDP offer and SDP answer. The AVPs for SDP offer shall be preceded by AVPs for SDP answer.
This field holds the attributes of the media as available in the session related part of the SDP data tagged with "c=" and "a=" (multiple occurrence possible). Only attribute lines relevant for charging are recorded.

The content of this field corresponds to the SDP-Session-Description AVP of the ACR message.

Note: session unrelated procedures typically do not contain SDP data.
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
