Discussion: Fig. 4.2.5: The Start Trigger Event Propagation should be changed to Trace Parameter Propagation. Fig 4.2.5 only shows one possibility for activating SLT. The other case that involves initiating SLT from a NE also needs to be described – a new figure is required.

Feedback from CT1 suggests that all instances of MS need to be replaced by UE. Further consideration required for other Tracing specifications.

Section 5.2.1. The word “common” in the new section headings needs to be removed.

There is a need to review existing wording in TS 32.422 to ensure that the description of Trace Recording Session Reference implies that it is unique across multiple NEs for signaling based activation. Vodafone suggested that 32.421 was unclear and hence the reason for adding the clarification in the CR.

There are requirements contained in the OMA requirements document that also need to be considered for inclusion in TS 32.422, e.g. Security, Privacy, charging. There was a general view from the meeting that another conference call or/and an ad-hoc meeting would be required to review all OMA requirements in detail. This would be need before any real progress can be made.

The original OMA requirements need to be reviewed to ensure that the essence of the requirements are still captured when defining the OMA–3GPP definition alignment and association.

The specification version used for the CR is incorrect; it should be 7.0.0.
