Discussion 
There is an open remaining issue regarding the naming of the Enterprise Management Layer and Functions. 
Background:

Within the Tele Management Forums (TMF) enhanced Telecom Operations Map (eTOM), the definition of the Enterprise Management (process) comprises "Strategic & Enterprise Planning", "Enterprise Risk Management", "Enterprise Effectiveness Management", and "Knowledge & Resource Management".

A peer process in eTOM is the Operations process comprising e.g. Fulfillment, Assurance Billing (so called FAB processes) , as well as other processes like Service Management & Operations, Resource Management and Operations etc. It can be argued that the CO-OP Network/Element Management layers primarily fit within the Resource Management and Operations Process of eTOM and primarily support Service Operations Management 

Conclusion: 

Re-naming the Enterprise Management Layer & Functions to Service & Operations Management Layer/Functions would be more correct. This issue will need to be resolved within TMF CO-OP before applying a change to this Technical Report and the issue remains open until that time.

There are no other remaining open issues, apart from minor editorial and administrative points. Status is deemed ~65% complete, so it was agreed to recommend the TR to be submitted to SA for information.
