· In M3UA there is no meaning to mention physical link as M3UA work with associations. 
4 Detailed proposal

Section 4.3.2 and 5.1.2 describes the measurements for M3UA. Nokia has the following comments on the measurements:
Generally Signalling link should be changed to something else. In M3UA there is no meaning to measure signalling link. Instead there are associations that are created for the signalling traffic. Nokia proposes also to use associations for measuring the signalling traffic instead of using any physical link. 

Nokia proposal is to change M3UA signalling link to M3UA associations. 

When congestion is defined it should be described clearly which kind of congestion situation is wanted to be measured. E.g. to measure the number of local congestion cases. I.e. the number of those cases when the SCTP associations are congested.
