Failed MS originating CS Data calls please delete all the Chinese characters and provide the counters per UMTS/GSM separation.  At the time of authentication procedure the MSC-S does not know whether the call in question is voice or CS data, so that trigger should be deleted from the failed MS originating voice call measurement. 
Generally for all incoming CS data call measurements (attempt, successful and answered) bullet h) should be GSM/UMTS as for a trunk incoming call can be a UMTS or GSM call, but the MSC-S cannot decide that. 

The trigger points for the counters should be in line with those ones that are defined in section 4.1.3 with an exception that in these section additional criteria is needed for the voice call.
