Model Harmonization Conclusions 

(28-29 March 2006)

Goals 

· There is a need for a shared/common definition of manageable characteristics of all or most relevant "entities" which are associated with the NGN. 

· There is a need for a shared/common "model" that helps to understand the possible relationships between these managed entities.

· A common definition / terminology is needed (lingua franca).  

· Harmonization and alignment.

· The 3 statements before, hopefully will help/assist in the specification of management interfaces for achieving interoperability. 

Current status 

· NGN Management requires the use of the work of many SDOs, forums and consortiums. It is recognized that all may have a different view of related lingua franca (dialects) 

· Since the phrase lingua franca may have different meanings, here is the list of possible meanings: 

· Terminology and grammar

· Information and data model 

· …. 

Agreements

· Create a Shared Information Architecture based on a revision of TMF chart 13 (NGNMFG-ID-139) as follows:

· Remove "SID Model" label from top layer, but SID remains as the starting point for the top layer

· Revise tiles for top layer, e.g. more dimensions

· Revise labels for middle and bottom layers, e.g., information and data model and create appropriate tile labels

· Describe "mapping" function

· Next steps

· Use the NGNMFG mailing list to

· Revise Shared Information Architecture chart per above agreement

· Address issues below

· Arrange a series of conference calls to execute the agreement further

· Identify one area to serve as a test run and conduct the test run

Concerns/Issues

· Management of the Web (W3C, IETF, etc.) and NGN are potentially proceeding down separate paths, e.g., user profiles. Coordination may be needed.

· Harmonization and alignment

· What does it mean?

· Degree of harmonization, e.g., absence of contradictions, mapping, common text

· Form of harmonization, e.g., federation, converged

· What process? E.g., test run in a narrow context

· Ownership of harmonization results, e.g., impact of federation

· Maintenance of harmonization results

· Varied pace of change among the different aspects of management

· Reduce cost of integration regarding management interfaces in "heart" of provider/operator business
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
