	Discussion of the relation of advanced alarming to logging and the alarmlist
This document proposes to have separate rule application to the notifications, logging and the alarmList.
Ericsson explained that a filter for notifications could make sense to logging, but never to the alarmList. The currently defined rules would not apply to the alarmList.

Motorola states it needs more time for consideration.

Huawei asked about the order of application of a rule to logRecords. Answer: It should be done in timely order of the logRecords.

Finally it was agreed to include the proposed wording of S5-066348 into the requirements.

There was a intensive discussion how many operations should be used for the definition and application of rules. Finally the following was agreed.

· One operation to define a rule or a rule instance and (in a multi-step approach) their application sequence
Example: 

[A rule]     DefineRule: IF (event1;relation1;event2) THEN (deliver event1); output ruleId=1
[A rule instance]   DefineRule: ruleId=1; event1=alarm from one instance I in subtree of MOI=xy; relation1=time distance>3minutes; event2=alike alarm from same instance I; output ruleId=10
DefineRule: ruleId=1; event1=alarm from one instance I in subtree of MOI=ab; relation1=time distance>5minutes; event2=alike alarm from same instance I; output ruleId=11

[Rule order]:   DefineRule: (rule1;relation1;rule2); output ruleId=100

[Rule order instance]:   DefineRule: ruleId=100, ruleId(rule1)=10, relation1=next,  ruleId(rule2)=11; output ruleId=110

· One operation to apply a rule (input parameter: managerReference, ruleId, apply to notifications/logging/alarmList)

Example: 

DefineRuleApplication: managerRef=M, ruleId=110, applyTo={notifications,logging}
· One operation to read defined rules/ruleInstances/application sequence
· One operation to remove a rule/rule instance definition

Conclusion: The requirements and the Information Service shall be adapted according to these agreements.
