Ericsson: Does the IM-version contain both standard and vendor specific versions? Yes.
Ericsson: What is the difference with SwVersion in e.g. MangedElement, with regards vendor specific versions? None.

Huawei: When the second version digit is changed, does the IM version change? Yes.

Siemens: Why is IM version needed? To get of the version of the object. It can be a pointer or an URL etc.

Ericsson: Supports the idea that the version is conveyed over the interface. To tell compliance over the schema, implies download. Vendor version handling should not be standardised. 1st level The standard versioning already exist, 2nd level ???. 3rd level telling compliance over the interface does not exist. Ericsson does not agree with level 2 and 3. Motorla wants to study all 3 levels. Siemens: If format for standard and vendor specific versioning differs, IM versioning will not work.

Siemens: Should legacy RG should be joined? How is the following scenario work: An MscFunction is spitted in a release.

One instance will only support one version. If several version is supported.

Ericsson: So far one release is only managing that release, but now we want that an release should be able to manage several releases. So far such a requirement does not exist.

Lucent: What is the intent with this contribution? Huawei: E.g. Bulk CM Rel-6 should be able to manage nodes conforming to both Rel-5 and Rel-6.

Motorola: Is this SS driven or NRM driven? What release should be used for the XML? If subclassing is done properly, the latest release can be used. Motorola wants to agree the solution at the same time as the requirement.

Siemens: Can instances version arbitrarily? No. Siemens: The proposed sentence needs some clarification.
Motorola: Is this requirement valid for Bulk CM? Huawei: That is not intended. Ericsson: We should try to find a solution also for XML.
Nokia: Does definition version means versions within one release? Yes.

Motorola agrees with the intent, but wants all CRs with the solutions to be approved at the same time (IS, SS and XML).
Ericsson has a proposal for the wording. Ericsson is only considering major releases. Versions within releases are important for Huawei.
