	Businiess aspects on XML-based Solution Sets
Ericsson: Presentation of their CR in which they specify the following. We can differentiate Network Management, Service Management and Business Management. Within SA5, traditionally, we have only been working with CMIP and CORBA. That’s in place and functioning. The introduction of a new Solution Set (XML-Based or not) will only introduce confusion. On the contrary, SA5 has never been very active on Service Management and for this purpose, it is OK to introduce XML-Based SS. They add this is do-able since there is always the possibility that a SS doesn’t cover the full set of IRPs.

Ericsson: Conclude that we should use XML-Based SS for Service Management only but not for Network Management. For Network Management, we should ONLY use CORBA and CMIP.

Lucent: Potential issues linked to XML for RT applications,

Ericsson: Agress and specifies that they really are concerned with the alarm flooding performances issues. XMl should be seen as an alternative to ASN.1 rather than to the full CMIP.

Huaweï: E///’s proposal is too restrictive. If we restrict only to CORBA or CMIP, how do we raise this restriction,

Ericsson: This is common in SA5 to raise those kind of restrictions,

VDF: Where does this idea of using XML for services comes from. Is it from OASIS, OSS/J or MTOSI work?

Ericsson: Yes. We might as well re-use the well performed jobs from those standard groups,

Huaweï: We are afraid this is going to prevent the use of XML globally,

Motorola: XML-Based SS shouldn’t be excluded at all for any IRP.

Lucent: Restricting ONLY to CORBA and CMIP is not acceptable,

Nortel: This is a very restrictive contribution. Concerning the two issues raised, the addition of a new SS bringing confusion is only a personal perception and the confusion can be easily raised by explaining/communicating clearly. Concerning the Perf issues, especially in terms of FM, Nortel is performing a performance study that will be able, or not, to clarify this justified concern.

Conclusion: Nortel to set up a mail discussion as to what the next steps should be including the following companies in the discussion: E//, Moto, Nokia, Siemens and Huaweï.
